Message from Fr. Brian

It is hard to believe it has been two weeks
since we celebrated the birth of Our Lord Jesus
Christ. On that solemn day, on which over 1,900
Catholics gave glory and praise to God in
Waupaca, Manawa, and Weyauwega , [ comment-
ed on the peacefulness of the setting of the Nativi-
ty that Luke describes. For one simply night,
despite all of the inconveniences that happened to the Holy
Family, Jesus, Mary, and Joseph were able to spend one night in

relative peace.

Today, according to Matthew, the scene has changed. The
child, due to King Herod’s jealousy, is now in grave danger. After
hearing of the birth of the Newborn king, Herod summons a
group of, perhaps, the most mysterious people in all of Sacred
Scripture: the Magi. Herod directs the Magi to seek the Child and
then return to him with his whereabouts. They follow the guid-
ance of a star and find the Child in a house with his Mother,
Mary. They pay him homage and present gifts of gold, frankin-
cense, and myrrh. An angel bids them not to return to Herod with
the Child’s location and they return home by another way.

Sacred Scripture provides few details regarding Jesus’s foreign
visitors. It does not tell us specifically where they are from, how
many there were, how they looked or dressed, or how long it took
them to find the Child. Scripture provides no names or genders,
does not call them kings or wise men, nor mentions camels as a
means of transportation. From Scripture, we learn surprisingly
little about the magi; yet with the establishment of the Feast of the
Epiphany, and Christmas, by the end of the fourth century, the
Magi would play a major part in the Christmastime cycle each
year. Some scholars believe that it could have been as long as two
years from the birth of Christ to Herod’s horrific slaughter of the
Holy Innocents and the Holy Family's flight to Egypt.

It was St. Francis of Assisi who began the tradition of erecting
Christmas Manger scenes. Usually, the manger scenes of today
tend to blend two unique gospel traditions together to tell the
Nativity story. I often see both the shepherds and the magi-often
depicted as kings as tradition has called them, paying homage to
Jesus as he lay in the manger. Sacred Scripture is clear, however,
that it is the shepherds who find Jesus in a manger shortly after
His birth. The magi, from the East, find the Child along with
Mary in a house in Bethlehem where they pay Jesus homage and
present their precious gifts.

In the 2nd century, Irenaeus of Lyon reflected upon the sig-
nificance of the unique gifts. Since The Child was to suffer, die,
and be buried for the entire human race, myrrh was presented.
This Child was also a king whose kingdom will last forever and
gold is a gift to kings. Of course, it is only fitting to burn and offer
frankincense to God alone, and this Child is true God from true
God. Since there were three different gifts presented, this led Ori-
gen of Alexandria to conclude that three magi visited Jesus and
the number three has been generally accepted ever since as the
number of magi.

For a good history on the celebration of Christmastime, I
recommend Joseph F. Kelly’s book entitled, The Origins of
Christmas. It is a fairly short book, but gives an excellent back-
ground into the traditions of the magi and to the overall develop-
ment of the celebration of Christmas. Who knows, after reading

about its origins and the background of the Magi, you may even be
able to write your own best-selling Christian novel based on the
lives of some of the most mysterious characters in all of Scripture:
the Magi.

EPIPHANY OF THE LORD

The prophet Isaiah returns one more time in this Christmas
season, now on the feast of the Epiphany. In the final chapters of
Isaiah (chapters 56-66), the prophet is proclaiming God's word to
the Israelites who have returned to Jerusalem after the Exile in
Babylon. What at first was a joyful return, has turned inward.
Those who have taken up positions of power after returning to
Jerusalem have marginalized even the Israelites who remained in
the land during the Babylonian Captivity, not to mention the peo-
ple of other nations whose defeat of Babylon actually facilitated
Israel's restoration. In response, Isaiah proclaims that God's salva-
tion is for all. Every nation will stream to Jerusalem to worship the
Lord.

Isaiah's message is reflected in Matthew's Gospel as he tells the
story of the birth of Jesus. Christ comes for everyone! The follow-
ers of Christ in Matthew's community are not only the Jews who
became Christians, but also the Gentiles who came to believe that
Jesus was the Messiah. In Matthew's Gospel this latter group is
represented by the Magi, who come from afar, while the Jewish
Christians, who believe in God's word, are represented by Joseph,
the faithful spouse of Mary.

While the Epiphany is a great and joyous feast, it contains a
cautionary message as well. God's salvation is for everyone. That
means that no one can be excluded from the invitation to follow
Christ. And once they choose to do so, they become our brothers
and sisters in the Lord. If that is the case, when we demean, cast
aside, or ignore others, we open ourselves to the same condemna-
tion with which Isaiah castigated the powerful in Jerusalem in the
sixth century BC. If we add statues of the Magi to our Nativity
scene, it also means that we must add the stranger, the foreigner,
the person not like us, to our life in Christ.
