Message from Fr. Brian

One of my favorite shows of the ‘90’s was
Frazier. Recently I caught an episode in which
Frazier became aware of an extremely exclusive
i health club. The club was so high class and select
B that it recruited its members through invitation
_ only. Whereas they had heard of the club before,
they did not know much about it other than the
exclusiveness of it. Until the bug was planted in Frazier’s and his
brother, Niles’ ears, they had not given much thought to the club
at all and as a matter of fact, they really did not even care about it

until they heard someone else talk about it.

Immediately, due to its high class status, what once did not
bother them began to bother them terribly. What once was insig-
nificant to them now became something they just had to become
part of. Over time, they were able to obtain entrance to the club,
and begin reaping the benefits of being pampered at the exclusive
spa. Inside they are treated like royalty and have everything they
could care to want except one thing: it is not enough. There is a
mysterious gold door which leads to even more exclusive benefits,
of which they are not allowed to partake.

Suddenly the exclusivity of the area of the club they had
gained access to was no longer good enough nor even interesting
to them. They felt they were missing out because the gold door
was only for the most exclusive of the exclusive people. It must be
so much better inside the gold door. They begin to contrive plans
of how to gain entry to the gold room, which, before that, they
had no idea existed and nor did they care. What made no differ-
ence to them before now was the only important thing: getting
through that door. It became a kind of a quest that took up all of
their time and even affected their work as their only goal was to
get through that door.

Finally they manage to get through the door, while thinking it
would be grander and beyond their expectations. They find out
that behind the gold door is the alley and find themselves outside
the club next to the garbage dumpsters greatly embarrassed.

How much are we like Frazier and his brother! They were not
satisfied with what they had. I remember when I got my first car: it
had no air conditioning, one window did not roll down, it guzzled
gas, and had only an am radio. I loved the car! Today, there is no
way [ would even be able to handle a car without all the options. I
have a friend who bought a boat for fishing. From that point on
he kept looking for a bigger and better boat. Two boats later he is
still looking for a better and bigger one. Yet, before my first car
and his first boat we made due. It seems that the desire for bigger
and better things does, in many ways, dominate our lives. Sudden-
ly what once was of little importance becomes all the rage. How
often do we need to get something because someone we know has
it! How often are we made to feel lesser if we do not wear the
same clothes, buy at the brand name outfits at the exclusive premi-
um stores, or drive the same cars as others! Yet, when we finally do
get what we want because of our trying to keep up with the Jones’,
how much happier or satisfied do we become! Usually after a cou-
ple of days or months the thrill is gone and the thoughts of newer
and better things begin dominating our lives again as new things
come out.

We can take a lesson from a show like Frazier, in which its
main character finds himself taken out like the trash as his quest

for better things is never able to satisfy. This year, let us resolve to
turn our sights on higher realms to Christ who always satisfies and
frees us from slavery of merely material things that keep promising
the greatest fulfillment, but bring only despair and disappoint-
ment.
