Message from Fr. Brian

Simon Cowell became famous, or perhaps,
infamous, as a judge on American Idol. Week
after week, fans tuned in to root on their favorite
i idol want-to-be and also, to listen with great expec-
B tation what Simon had to say. Simon made a lot
. of money being brutally honest. American Idol is
a contest and the grand prize is the opportunity of
a lifetime for the ultimate winner who, week after week, are made

to endure Simon’s comments. Being a contest, and having an en-
tertainment value, the contestants and the fans, not only endured,
but expected Simon’s critique. The name of the game, in many
ways, was impressing Simon so much to the point that even he
would become most praiseworthy.

I do not think many people would disagree with Simon when
one of the acts on American idol is poor and his analysis is often
right on. Simon does not mix words and says what he means as to
not be misconstrued. It quickly knocks a contestant off one’s
horse. Simon has a job to do, a function to play, and a responsibil-
ity to provide his commentary in a most entertaining way. The
people who sign up for American Idol and those who watch week
after week freely submit to Simon’s scrutiny, even when it is brutal-
ly harsh and honest and, in many ways, expect it.

Honesty is always the best policy; however the way it is deliv-
ered is also important. Sometimes there is no good way to deliver
bad news, such as what Simon does, and the critique will not be
received well either way. There are better ways, however, when it
comes to people who are not game show contestants, but good,
wellintentioned people who seek to do their best and to good for
others especially in parishes.

In all three of the parishes I pastor, each one has its unique
challenges and problems that need to be addressed. Most people
know clearly what those problems are, but it takes time to address
and fix them. There are also ways to do it with grains of sugar, even
though, sometimes it still may not be received well. Parishioners do
not sign up for harsh scrutiny, as do the contestants on American
Idol; they simply want to be of assistance to the parish(es) that are
so close to their hearts. Positive criticism is always encouraged. By
positive criticism I mean pointing out an issue and providing some
form of idea of how to fix it and along with the criticism, it is al-
ways good when the one who criticizes offers to assist with coming
up with the solutions. Positive criticism is important because it
helps and even challenges parishes to grow and prosper.

A dividing force in the parishes is negative criticism: that in
which someone criticizes, but offers no suggestions for change or
willingness to assist with the problem. Often, negative criticism
goes around in social circles, but every so often it appears in the
form of an unsigned letter that slaps everyone in the face in a
harsh way. This type of criticism does no good for the growth of
parishes or to initiate change: it only fuels hatred, anger, and divi-
sion. All the parishioners want to do is be helpful and support the
parishes. If it were not for the countless hours of generous (and
volunteer) service hours that so many people offer, our parishes
would have nothing. Most activities and things in parishes are
planned and carried out strictly by the parishioners who could
choose to give their time anywhere else.

Yes, there are issues that need to be addressed and most peo-
ple can see them. Over time things can changes and parishes can

grow. Scathingly critical and unsigned letters are not the answer
because they only lead to division. It leads to good people disen-
gaging and it can lead, over time, to life-less parishes. Remember
also, although the criticism may be correct, parishioners do not
freely consent to biting criticism. I encourage you, if you have an
idea, come forward, state your idea, and offer your services to assist
with implementing an idea or correcting a problem. That will then
turn into positive criticism that respects all parties involved and
initiates the growth of parishes in Christ.
