Brothers and Sisters, 
 Do you ever think it is ironic that the 
Sunday after Christmas is the feast of the Holy 
Family?  It seems to me that the week after 
Christmas is the time when we want to see our 
family the least!  Of course we love them, but 
we’ve had a lot of togetherness and we want 
some of our space back.  Especially if we’ve 
had a couple of days with lots of extended 
family interaction, our families can feel some-
thing less than holy!

AIDS (Acquired Immunodeficiency or Immune 
Deficiency Syndrome)  
 

“An evil disease.  They say has afflicated him.  
Now that he lies he shall rise up no more.” 
Psalms 41:2 
 

     AIDS is a viral infection that attacks the body's 
disease-fighting immune system. Acquired means 
you can get infected with it. Immune deficiency 
means a weakness in the body's system that fights 
disease and syndrome means a group of health 
problems that make up a disease.  
     There is no cure for AIDS. There are drugs that 
slow down the damage to your immune system. 
There is no way to clean the HIV out of your body.  
The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention 
(CDC) estimates 1-1.2 million U.S. residents are 
living with HIV infection and AIDS. A quarter of 
them are unaware that they have the disease. About 
75 percent of new infection is men and 25% are 
women.  Frequently asked questions:  
1. What if I'm attracted to someone I don't really 
know? What should I do?  Know the sexual history 
and health status of partners. Avoid anonymous 
sexual contact and learn about safe sex practices, 

such as the use of condoms.  

2. What if I eat at a restaurant where a cook or a 
waiter has AIDS? Am I at risk?  No. Eating in res-
taurants does not increase the AIDS risk.  AIDS is 

not transmitted from food preparations or handling.  

3. Can I keep my test results private? HIV testing 

centers offer anonymous HIV testing.  

4. How safe is a blood transfusion?  Acquiring 
HIV through a blood transfusion in the US is very 
small. Donated blood is routinely screened for
