The Return of the Magi 
                  —T. S. Eliot 
 

‘A cold coming we had of it, 
Just the worst time of the year 
For a journey, and such a journey: 
The ways deep and the weather sharp, 
The very dead of winter.’ 
And the camels galled, sore-footed,refractory, 
Lying down in the melting snow. 
There were times we regretted 
The summer palaces on slopes, the terraces, 
And the silken girls bringing sherbet.’ 
 
Then the camel men cursing and grumbling 
And running away, and wanting their liquor and 
women, 
And the night-fires going out, and the lack of shel-
ters, 
And the cities hostile and the towns unfriendly 
And the villages dirty and charging high prices: 
A hard time we had of it.

Blood Donation 
  
“Which was a figure for the time then present 

in which were offered both gifts and sacrifices 
that could not make him that did the service 
perfect, as pertaining to the con-
science.”                Hebrews 9:9 
  
Every minute of every day, someone needs blood.  Blood 
can only come from a volunteer donor.  There is no sub-
stitute for blood donation. Currently only 3 out of every 
100 people in America donate blood. 
     Every year 5 million people in the United States do-
nate blood.. 
Every year, nearly 5 million people in the United States 
receive life-saving blood transfusions. During a transfu-
sion you receive whole blood or parts of blood such as 
red blood cells. These are cells that carry oxygen to and 
from tissues and organs, Platelets, Cells that are uses to 
control bleeding, and Plasma, which is the liquid part of 
the blood that helps blood to clot. 
    It is very rare that a person will become sick from giv-
ing or receiving blood.  Every single donation is tested 
for HIV/AIDS, Hepatitis C, syphilis and several other 
diseases that can be transmitted through blood. This is a 
mandate from the Food and Drug Administration and 
other organizations that collect blood. 
Some people who know they may need blood during sur-
gery donate their own blood ahead of time. This is the 
safest type of transfusion. 
    Here are 10 true /false questions. Test your knowledge 
on your Blood IQ 
1. Blood donations are most needed when a large disaster 
occurs. 
2. Thanks to technology, blood can now be stockpiled 
until it is needed 
3. It is possible to donate only certain parts of your blood 
4. Every single unit of donated blood is tested before 
every single transfusion for diseases that can be transmit-
ted by blood 
5.Thanks to advances in modern medicine, the demand 
for blood is diminishing year by year 
6. A transfusion of incompatible blood types can result in 
death. 
7. There are people with U-negative blood .  
8. Nearly all people of Asian descent have an Rh-positive 
blood type. 
9. Scientists have developed synthetic blood that can be 
used as a substitute human blood if it is not available 
10. You cannot donate if you are under 21 years of age.
