Brothers and Sisters, 
 So this is it, the “official” end of the 
Christmas season, the celebration of the Baptism of 
the Lord.  Christmas always winds its way through 
three Sundays:  the Feast of the Holy Family, the 
Epiphany, and the Feast of the Baptism of the 
Lord, then we enter once again into Odinary Time. 
 I’m not sure about you, but by this time, 
ordinary time is exactly what I want:  I am ready 
for the return of a normal routine and the blessings 
of typical days and less busy nights.  I think we are 
so ready for that return to normalcy that sometimes 
we pass too quickly over the celebration of Jesus’ 
baptism.  I love the quote from St. Louis above, at 
it reminds me of the significance of that baptism—
not only Jesus’, but each of ours.  While the 
Church celebrates different times and seasons 
throughout the year, baptism enters us into the eter-
nal time of God.  There is no time or place where 
we are not immersed in God’s presence and love—
that is baptism’s central claim.  We are covered 
over in Christ.  This is the source of our forgive-
ness as well as our union with one another in 
Christ’s body. 
 That magnificent truth, our unity in 
Christ’s love, is our ordinary existence.  That is the 
love which we are called to live everyday.  The 
root of the word “ordinary” means to count rightly 
or to mark well.  Ordinary time is not “boring” so 
much as it is time that we mark well in its passing.  
As Christians, we mark that time well by allowing 
God’s eternal love to take flesh in our time, to be 
made touchable in our reality.  And so I think Bap-
tism is a fitting transition into our ordinariness.  
How do we spend each day immersed in the love 
which knows no end?
