DENTAL HEALTH (ORAL HEALTH) 
 

“His eyes will be red with wine,  
his teeth white with milk.” Genesis 49:12 

 
Taking good care of your mouth and teeth all of 
your life can help prevent dental loss and cavi-
ties. This means brushing and flossing every day 
and seeing a dentist regularly.  Good mouth and 
teeth care begins with the first set of teeth. They 
allow the baby to chew food, make a smile and 
speak well. The first set of teeth also holds the 
space where permanent teeth will eventually be.   
Under the age of 2, use a clean wet wash cloth to 
clean the baby’s teeth. Toothpaste should not be 

used under  the age of 2. Water is good. Letting 
your baby go to sleep with a bottle allows milk 
and juice to sit on the  teeth and cause cavities. 
The American Dental Association recommends 
that  children see their dentist starting at l year of 
age. Teens and adults should brush their teeth 
twice a day with fluoride toothpaste and floss 
your teeth at least once a day.  Do not smoke or 
chew tobacco, which can stain your teeth, give 
you bad breath and cause cancer. Avoid some 
medicines that can cause sores that don’t heal or 

irritate gums or other changes. Dental Problems 
Tooth decay – a thin film of bacteria that builds 
on your teeth. Over time the bacteria cause’s 

holes that are called cavities. Gum diseases – 
gum disease begins when plaque builds up along 
and under the gum lines. The plaque causes in-
fections that hurt the gum and bone that hold the 
teeth in place.  
Oral cancer – oral cancer usually occurs after 
age 40. Lower your risk of getting oral cancer by:  
---not using tobacco products 
---drink alcohol in moderation 
---use lip balm with sunscreen 
Dentures 

Sometimes dentures (false teeth) are needed to 
replace badly damaged teeth. Dentures may feel 
strange at first and may need to be adjusted or 
replaced over time. Keep your dentures clean and 
free just as you would your teeth to prevent 
stains, bad breath, or swollen gums. Brush them  
every day. Take them out of your mouth at night 
and put them in water or a denture cleansing liq-
uid. By taking good care of your teeth and gums 

can protect  them for many years.
