JANUARY 31 = FEBRUARY 7, 2010 — CELEBRATING CATHOLIC SCHOOLS &
THE CATHOLIC EDUCATION AND FORMATION OF CHILDREN
Christ the King and St. Thomas the Apostles parishes have excellent
programs for educating children and forming them in the practice of the
Christian faith. Whether a child goes to Carondelet Catholic School, an
important ministry in this neighborhood since the 1930’s, is enrolled in a
parish catechetical program or is schooled at home by his or her own
parents in the Catholic tradition, young people in these parishes can rely
on dedicated adults to surround them with an authentic example and
provide a solid education regarding a Christian way of life that is
uniquely Catholic. Whatever we accomplish toward the Catholic
formation of our children in a school or an evening program or a home
study is only a beginning, albeit a good one. Essential to Catholic
Christian formation is a life of worshipping in the community of the
church, particularly at Sunday Mass, and of living with hearts filled with
mercy, showing love and kindness to all, especially those who are poor,
vulnerable or needy.

A Catholic way of life is best learned in a parish. St. Benedict wrote in
his monastic rule that the abbey should be like a school for monks.
Likewise is it true that, for the baptized Catholic, the parish should be a
place of ongoing Catholic faith formation. Here in our parishes we seek
to awaken and strengthen Catholic charisms. We devote ourselves to
praying the prayer of the church, especially celebrating the Eucharist,
and we dedicate ourselves to the work of charity and justice.

On Sundays, January 31 and February 7, St. Thomas the Apostle and
Christ the King parishes welcome children from all our various faith
formation programs as ministers and assistants at Mass. The parishes’
children's choirs, composed of children both from our Wednesday night
faith formation programs and Carondelet Catholic School, will sing at
each parish on January 31. Here at Christ the King, young people from
our various parish faith formation programs will also assist in liturgical
ministries on Sunday, February 7.

It is with gratitude in our hearts that we celebrate this week of Catholic
Education and faith formation. We acknowledge the pastors, teachers,
mothers and fathers who have come before us, handing the Catholic
tradition on to us. We honor those who work among us now as leaders,
teachers and guides. We give thanks for the abundant blessings and
benefits of this way of life. We humbly ask for the grace to live our
faith wholeheartedly, that our conviction, courage and compassion might
inspire further generations of Catholic Christians.
