| WANT TO LIVE AND DIE FOR GOD

This is part of the prayer said by Henriette Delille, foundress of the

religious order, Sisters of the Holy Family. Henriette was bornin 1813 in
New Orleans and raised as a Catholic by her mother of African descent and :
her white father. Unlike the rest of her family, in the 1830 census, she listed
herself as a “free person of color,” which unfortunately closed the door to :
her joining a religious community.

! At age 11, she met Sr. Marthe Fontier, whose work with African slave :
: families touched Henriette. By the age of 14, she was teaching religion to slave families on nearby :
i plantations. Since it was illegal at that time to teach slaves how to read, she acted out the Bible  :
: stories to teach them about salvation through Christ. After the death of her mother, she sold all of :
:her property and worked to get permission to start a religious congregation of sisters for African
American women. She opened a home for the elderly, the sick, and the poor. She also founded

i schools and orphanages.

:Her obituary read in part, “The crowd gathered for her funeral testified by its sorrow how keenly
: felt was the loss of her who for the love of Christ had made herself the humble servant of slaves.”
: Henriette died on November 17, 1862, while the country was struggling through the Civil War.
The bishops of the US have voted unanimously to endorse her cause for sainthood.
