          Pastors Corner 
Last week I was visiting on the phone with a young 
man who was interested in being married here at 
Blessed Sacrament.  The problem in the 
conversation was that he didn’t know that Fr. Denny 

and Fr. Juhl is the same person.  At one point he commented, “I’ve 
heard that Fr. Denny doesn’t like to do weddings.”  When I 
introduced myself to the young man as Fr. Denny Juhl I took the 
opportunity to say that I love to do weddings when a Sacrament is 
involved and I am not just standing in for a Justice of the Peace.  I 
love weddings when faith is involved and not just a convenient hall 
to gather family and friends before the big party.  I love weddings 
when the couple being married is a part of the worshiping 
community rather than like so many who never or rarely go to church 
and have no intention of being a part of church in their future.  A 
true Christian wedding can be a great and beautiful moment in the 
lives of two faithful people, and yes, I love being part of their 
wedding celebration. 
 
The Gospel reading today describes a wedding celebration.  It 
could have been bad planning on the part of the hosts or perhaps 
the guests were having such a grand time that the wine ran out.  
What ever the reason the guests were thirsty.  One of the hidden 
secrets in this Gospel story is the description of one of the most 
awesome attributes of God.  God is not stingy, miserly, or holding 
back.  God is not a penny-pinching Scrooge like skinflint or tight 
wad.  If we think about the gallons and gallons of water made wine 
by Jesus’ first miracle at the wedding at Cana we have an example 
of the love of God - Love in Abundance!   
                                                                                     
We do not need to earn God’s love.  We can not deserve God’s 
love. We do not have to jump through hoops to receive God’s love.  
We do not be perfect first to live in God’s love.  We do not have to 
change a single thing about ourselves to merit God’s love.  God’s 
love is totally a free gift and like the most wonderful wine, God’s 
love is poured out for us in abundance!  When we think of the most 
profound and deepest human love possible, God’s love is so much 
more.  Make no mistake; a wedding feast where all hearts are 
warm, where people are in love and where the wine supply runs 
low, is the perfect place to sneak in an image of the love of God – 
Love in abundance!
