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NOTES FROM FATHER JOHN
The Feast of the Epiphany this weekend teaches
us about the magi from the east who came to meet the
Christ child in Bethlehem. The example of the magi
testifies to all people who seek the truth and light that
comes from God.

Low gluten hosts available. We have low-gluten
hosts available with less than 0.01% gluten content. Come
to the Sacristy and speak to the priest or Sacristan before
Mass to have a low gluten host placed in a clear plastic
pyx which will be brought forward with the other hosts
during the Preparation of the Gifts. Come to the priest for
Communion during Mass and ask for the consecrated low
gluten host. These low gluten hosts have been approved
for Mass by the United States Conference of Catholic
Bishops. In recent years, many people have worked to
foster an increasing awareness of the significant effects of
Celiac Sprue disease. The digestive system of those with
this condition is considerably compromised by the
consumption of gluten, one of the major ingredients in
wheat flour. The low-gluten hosts are an attempt by the
Church to meet the needs of people who have difficulties
with gluten.

I will be on vacation from January 10-21, but I
will remember you in my prayers and my daily Mass
while I’m gone. In my absence, Fr. George Thoomkuzhy
will cover the weekday Masses and weekend Masses. Fr.
George is the priest who usually celebrates our Monday
morning weekday Mass.
