My dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ Jesus, 
 
   The month of February has many spiritual 
opportunities to help us grow in our efforts to 
live our Catholic Faith.  This weekend we 
will hear from Archbishop Nienstedt about 
the Catholic Services Appeal.  I ask that you 
prayerfully consider his message and respond 
as generously as possible.  Our parish goal 
for the Catholic Services Appeal is $20,000 
(remember 25% of our goal will come back 
to our parish!).  If everyone participates we 
will be able to reach our goal readily.  I thank 
you ahead of time for your prayerful re-
sponse! 
   In about 10 days Lent will begin!  It is time 
to think of Lenten practices and to make a 
renewed commitment to prayer.  We will 
have Stations of the Cross on Fridays at 5 
pm.  Our Men's Club will once again have 
Fish Fries on Friday evenings.  We will have 
a new fish this year - battered cod.  We are 
also planning to expand our serving time 
from 4 pm to 8 pm.  Please plan now to at-
tend the Stations of the Cross and to support 
St. Charles and our Men's Club Fish Fries! 
   The month of February is dedicated to 
growing in our devotion to the Holy Family 
(Jesus, Mary and Joseph).  Christmas (Dec. 
25), the Feast of the Holy Family (1st Sunday 
after Christmas), and the Presentation of the 
Lord (Feb. 2) are the primary days when the 
Holy Family is honored.  During this month 
of February it is important for families to be 
renewed in love and devotion to the Holy 
Family and to one another.  As Pope John 
Paul II reminded us: "The future of humanity 
passes by way of the family."  Family life is 
very important because it is the first place 
where children learn to love God and other 
members of the bigger human family.  A 
family home is meant to a place for the prac-
tice of virtue and a source of encouragement 
in the pursuit of doing God's will.  Further-
more, family life is, by its very nature, life 
giving.

O Saint Joseph, most holy guardian of Jesus 
and Mary, assist us by thy prayers in all our 
spiritual and temporal necessities; that so we 
may be enabled to praise our divine Savior 
Jesus, together with Mary and thee, for all 
eternity.
