I would like to welcome everyone to our 
Christmas and weekend Masses this week especially our visitors, 
family members back home for the season, and our new folks in the 
neighborhood. What a great gift we have as a parish community 
to worship, praise and thank God together. 
 
   The celebration of the Nativity of the Lord (Christmas) is an 
invitation by God to move into a deeper relationship with God. God so 
passionately desires this one to one relationship that God sent his only Son to 
become human. Jesus walks this earth. Our God is not some distant God, but a 
God of relationships.

¯ Annunciation Parish has one of the largest Youth Programs in our Archdiocese 
staring in Middle School through High School—did you know we have to hold 
a lottery for the teens to gain a slot for our summer Mission Trip for over 70 
teens? 

¯ Adult Education encompasses our Men’s group and our Women’s group, 
shared Retreats and Speakers with our neighboring Catholic Parishes, 
Wednesday morning Bible Study, Mom’s group and the list goes on. We 
have a very active Peace and Justice Committee plus a Green Committee.  

¯ Our Respect Life Committee keeps us updated and hosts a variety of 
activities in order to support the Southside Life Care for Mothers with child.  

¯ Outreach within our parish is found in the monthly preparing and feeding the 
poor at St. Stephens and in preparing over two hundred lunches for the 
working poor.  

¯ Annunciation is proud of its 30 plus years in building, expanding and 
supporting a school in Haiti.  

¯ These are just some of the highlights of our parish—I know I have missed 
talking about the Twelve Apostles Plus who take care of our grounds, those 
who support our parish in Eucharistic Adoration, the funeral luncheon ladies 
and the dynamic spirit of our many, many volunteers.

Stewardship Tips/New Year’s 
Resolution?: What does my diet 
have to do with the poor? The Food 
and Agriculture Organization of the 
United Nations 2006 report states 
that “livestock production is one of 
the major causes of the world's most 
pressing environmental problems, 
including global warming, land 
degradation, air and water 
pollution, and loss of biodiversity.” 
About one third of the world’s grain 
harvest is used for feed for cattle 
instead of food for people. In the 
U.S. that figure is over 70%. It takes 
16 pounds of grain to produce a 
single pound of beef.  This, in a 
world where a billion people, 1/6 
of the earth’s population, lack 
enough food, is unjust. Beef 
production for the developed parts 
of the world is severely limiting the 
amount of food available for 
people in the poor and developing 
world. If we all try to cut back on 
eating meat, especially beef, it can 
make a difference. Consider making 
a New Year’s Resolution of going 
meat-less one day a week.

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“Joy to the World the Lord has come” 
   I found the holiday spirit that I 
have been searching for, the feeling 
of joy, which brings rejuvenation of 
the soul for the entire year in the 
most unusual place. It was not in a 
department store, newspaper 
advertisement, tree decorations, 
holiday music or Santa at the mall. It 
was in an industrial park in a 
massive warehouse. It is an annual 
AYM tradition to bring senior and 
junior high youth to “Operation 
Christmas Child” a project started by 
Franklin Graham (Rev. Bil ly 
Graham’s son) which helps organize 
and ship Christmas presents to 
children all over the world. This 
warehouse is one of seven 
processing centers in the United 
States this particular one will process 
800,000 shoeboxes filled with toys, 
school supplies, candy and Christmas 
greetings.  
   Our job was to inspect each 
shoebox contents to make sure it was 
appropriate to ship anywhere in the 
world. Would its contents leak, melt 
or break and if necessary add a 
toy, stuffed animal or handful of 
candy, then secure it tightly and 
package them in larger boxes. The 
distribution of gifts brings a smile to 
anyone’s face, but it was the pride 
and dedication of the 80 youth and 
adult volunteers that I was with that 
filled my heart with joy. They were 
relentless in making sure that the 
shoebox passed their high criteria as 
if they were giving the shoeboxes 
themselves.  
   From the outside of this ugly big 
warehouse you would never imagine 
the love it contains on the inside, But 
then again I am sure people made 
that same mistake about that special 
little manger in Bethlehem thousands 
of years ago as well.

School News Mary Ann Pearson • ext. 201 
   For about twenty years at Christmastime the students of Annunciation School 
have presented their parents with a special gift. The excitement begins to build in 
November when the students start to learn new songs and actions, and are 
measured for their costumes. Children’s voices fill the air. When the last rehearsal 
is complete, and the costumes are sewn and pressed, the magic really begins. On 
a usually cold and snowy day the auditorium is crowded with people, and filled 
with the warmth of expectation. The First Grade takes the stage as the shepherds, 
innkeepers, animals, Mary and Joseph. The other grades dressed in costumes from 
many countries, fill in to help tell the story with their energy and song, and a living 
Nativity is performed. Each year Co-Directors Mary Strickland and Liz Kramer 
amaze us with the creativity that they bring out in the students. This year’s show, 
“Christmas…It’s a Groovy Kind of Love!” played to standing room only! 
 
   Earlier this Fall the students had the honor of meeting our new Bishop Lee Piche 
when he celebrated an all-school Mass. Afterwards the students enjoyed asking 
the Bishop many questions like, “Who is your favorite saint?” (St. Anthony and St. 
Therese of Lisieux); “What would you want to be other than a bishop?” (a 
magician); “What’s your favorite Bible story?” (The Annunciation). 
 
   With 434 students, Annunciation is the largest Catholic school in Minneapolis 
supported by one parish. Parishioners and alumni have been strong supporters of 
the school for 86 years. Alumni return to the campus each fall for the Alumni Mass 
& reunion.  Bishop John Kinney, Annunciation ’51, received the school’s Dominican 
Award this year. Currently 12 faculty & staff members and 30 school parents are 
Annunciation alumni. Because of generous donors, Annunciation awarded 
$105,000 in need-based tuition grants to 64 students through its Help a Student 
Fund. Annunciation continues to provide a Catholic education to all who desire it.

On special feasts, our deacon dresses differently than usual. He wore a 
vestment similar to the priest. What is that called? 
   The outer garment worn by a deacon is called a dalmatic. The dalmatic is a 
sign of service, recalling the garb of a servant. Often the dalmatic is similar in 
style and color to that of the priest's, called a chasuble. But the dalmatic is 
different in two ways. First, it is generally used for more solemn Masses and feasts 
and is not necessary for all Masses. Secondly, it has sleeves whereas the chasuble 
does not. Often it has two parallel stripes on either side. But most of the time, the 
deacon wears the stole across the chest for Mass, without using the dalmatic.  
   Modern day liturgical vestments trace their histories back to ancient Rome and 
the fashions of the day. One interesting bit of trivia is that the dalmatic traces its 
roots back to Greece and the town of Dalmatia, the same place that bred 
Dalmatian dogs. Another interesting note is that at one time a priest wore a 
dalmatic as well as a tunic under the chasuble, reflecting all three of the orders he 
received: sub-diaconate, diaconate and priesthood. Bishops likewise wore a 
dalmatic for solemn Masses. Vestments indicated the rank or role of participants in 
a liturgy. The common vestment to all of us is the baptismal gown, recalled by the 
alb-the long white garment-a reminder of our new life in Christ, freed from sin.
