Epiphany of the Lord 
   Stars are amazing-not the people 
who claim star-status because of 
their work in sports or entertainment-
but the stars that populate the 
universe. Most are between one and 
ten billion years old, a time span 
impossible to comprehend. Other 
than the sun, the closest star to Earth 
is Proxima Centauri, about twenty-
five trillion miles away, another 
calculation that is impossible to 
comprehend. The exponential 
numbers scientists use when working 
with stars, whether it is age, 
distance, weight, composition, 
l u m i n o s i t y ,  o r  a n y  o t h e r 
characteristic, race beyond our 
everyday calculations of hundreds 
and thousands. Stars are just too big 
for us humans. 
   No wonder Matthew's infancy 
narrative included a star as the sign 
for the newborn king. Everything 
about this child's birth seemed 
unimportant: born in Bethlehem 
instead of the big city, Jerusalem; 
unknown to the important people of 
the day; the pregnant woman taken 
into Joseph's home quietly so as not 
to cause scandal; a quiet, 
un remarkab le  b i r t h  i n  an 
unimportant country in the empire. 
   But then there's that star! Big, 
shining, revealing that there is more 
to this event than meets the eye. 
Visitors come from afar, and upset 
the balance of power as they seek 
the child who would be king. 
Epiphany is the manifestation of 
Christ to the world. And the star 
shows him to be who he really is-
king of the universe and Lord of all. 
So it shouldn't seem so strange to us 
that Matthew would point out one of 
those incomprehensible entities in the 
night sky as the signifier of the One 
who is beyond al l  human 
understanding. What is remarkable 
is that that One came to be one of 
us so that we could understand him.

   Today is the celebration of Our Lord’s Epiphany—the 
celebration of the birth of the Lord to the world. Jesus becoming 
one of us is a celebration for all men, all women, and all children. 
In sadness we read the gospel account of the Holy Family fleeing 
into Egypt to save the very life of the Redeemer. It is through Jesus’ 
identity with people, that we come to also honor the immigrants not 
only in our great nation but also the nations around the world. 
Reflect on the kindness of strangers to Mary and Joseph with an 
infant. How they were “welcomed” in the plight as refugees, how that meant so 
much to them, and how that provided them a sense of home while fleeing 
oppression. When we welcome our immigrant sisters and brothers, we welcome 
Christ Himself; for in the face of our neighbors, we see the face of Christ. This is 
made clear in the Gospel of Luke when the disciples, on the road to Emmaus 
become witnesses to the truth by welcoming the stranger—Christ. 
 
   I want to give thanks to all the wonderful and special parishioners and 
volunteers who contributed to an excellent celebration of Christmas. Many people 
were involved in decorations, music, ushering, planning and snow removal. Many 
positive comments were heard and shared. I thank you one and all. May all of you 
have an abundance of blessings for 2010.

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vocations. In our archdiocese we are currently in the process of strategic planning 
of our parishes—while parishes may or may not be closed, one thing is certain—
the priests covering the parishes will be fewer. This past summer our Archdiocese 
could not fill six priest’s vacancies. Just a short drive south down I-35W is the 
large city of Lakeville with only one parish and two priests. On Thanksgiving Day 
this November, that parish had three emergency calls for Last Rites. As families if 
we increase the desire of daily union with Jesus Christ as he points the way to the 
eternal God, vocations will increase. Let us pray that through our ongoing and 
ever persistent desire to make God the center of our individual life that vocations 
to the religious life and priesthood will increase. 
 
   Suggestion Father—what about a hymn board to announce the hymns? Here is 
what we need: A board with at least 5 lines with a minimum of 2 ½ inch letters in 
order to see from the back of church and is easy to change because the hymn 
numbers often change between our two morning Sunday Masses. The location of 
the hymn board would be behind the cantor’s lectern—and that area is not a level 
floor—thus a need to design a hinged board to swing like a door to the flat area 
of the floor in order to place a ladder. I am also investigating a digital board 
that can be controlled with a remote control. This presents some difficulty because 
of the need for alpha-numeric lettering such as Gather #52 or Breaking Bread 
#304. Then the remote control becomes more challenging to readily and easily 
use. Has anyone come across such an alpha-numeric electronic board that has at 
least 2 ½ inch or larger letters with an easy to use remote?

I learned recently that many of our customs and traditions are rooted in pagan 
rites and holidays. Doesn't that diminish their significance? 
   As much as some people might think that Christianity is unique, or that faith 
somehow dropped from heaven, it really can't be separated from culture, history 
and civilization. One influences the other as well as contributes to it. How much 
richer is faith because of art and architecture? How much richer are they because 
of faith? So the origin of things is not necessarily a reflection on something's worth 
or value. The value of customs and traditions have more to do with how we 
understand them than where they came from. 
   Some holidays and traditions were already practiced by converts to the faith 
and they added or changed the significance and meaning of the feasts and 
customs they knew. It shows how faith influences culture and changes history. 
Perhaps it is a good metaphor for us. Faith changes us, makes our history-and our 
future-different. When faith becomes our primary value, it also becomes the 
measure of our society. Customs and traditions take on a different meaning, and 
we repeat what those who have gone before us have done: we bring Christ and 
his Gospel to our world.
