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5th Sunday in Ordinary Time 
   In the old Walt Kelly comic strip 
"Pogo" every time things would get 
to be too much for the main 
characters you could bet on seeing 
the "Gone fishin'" sign posted on a 
nearby tree. It was a literary device 
that Kelly used, to bring a break to 
the previous action and change the 
story line. In a way, Luke does the 
same thing in Sunday's Gospel. After 
the press of the crowds, Jesus 
convinces Simon to let him teach from 
the boat. Then he tells him to head 
out into deep water to fish. We've 
changed the subject from Jesus 
healing and preaching. Suddenly, 
we've "Gone fishin'," and while 
initially that's what is literally 
happening, it doesn't stay that way 
for long. It's a setup for the greater 
point of the story: "From now on you 
will be catching men." 
   It's not just Simon and the sons of 
Zebedee that get led into this 
convenient little scenario. Gospels 
are not just quaint stories. They are 
good news for us as well. Jesus gets 
into life with us, much like he got into 
Simon's boat. He tells us to go out a 
little farther, that is, to stretch our 
faith a little more. And even when 
we want to give up ("we have 
worked hard all night and have 
caught nothing") he tells us to cast 
into the deep. Trusting in him, we 
find that wondrous things happen as 
we witness to the meaning of Jesus in 
our lives. In the end, the example of 
our faith is to lead others to Jesus. 
That's where instead of fish, we'll be 
catching men and women. 
   It wouldn't be the worst thing in the 
world if we hung a little "Gone 
fishin'" sign somewhere where we 
would see it every day, as long as 
we remember that our faith is the 
net, and from now on we're out 
there fishing to bring others to Christ.

   Lenten Regulations: The Christian 
Faithful are to do penance through 
prayer, fasting, abstinence and by 
exercising works of piety and 
charity. All Fridays through the year, 
and especially during Lent, are 
penitential days. 
   Abstinence: All who have reached 
their 14th birthday are to abstain 
f rom eat ing meat  on Ash 
Wednesday and on all Fridays 
during Lent. It is also encouraged 
that children under the age of 14 
also participate in abstinence from 
meat whenever possible. 
   Fasting: All those who are 18 or 
older, until their 59th birthday, are 
to fast on Ash Wednesday and Good  
Friday. Only one full meal is allowed 
on days of fast. Two other meals,  
sufficient to maintain strength, may 
be taken according to one’s need; 
but, together, they should not equal 
another full meal. Eating between 
meals is not permitted, but liquids 
are allowed. 
   The obligation does not apply to 
those whose health or ability to work 
would be affected seriously. Military 
personnel on maneuvers or 
deployments are always excused 
from the requirements of fast and 
abstinence. People in doubt about 
fast or abstinence should consult a 
parish priest or confessor.

Stewardship Tips: We all know that we are supposed to Reduce, Reuse, and 
Recycle, but why?

To solve the shortage of priests in this country, why 
can't we bring in priests from other countries where 
they have enough? 
   This is a recycled story that makes me wonder 
where exactly is this country where there are so many 
priests? The place does not exist, but it raises some 
interesting issues, including people's attitudes towards 
priests. Firstly, diocesan priests are ordained for a 
diocese to serve the needs of their own people. Much 
of their ministry is based on a knowledge of cultural 
norms, customs and values. They are called from their 
local communities to serve local needs. They are not 
all foreign missionaries. Secondly, Americans often 
assume wrongly that people of other nations are 
anxious to come to the US. Priests, like any of us, want 
to be close to family and friends and do not 
necessarily see us as having the land of wonder and 
opportunity. Thirdly, the priesthood is changing and 
people need to adapt. In the short term, things will be 
difficult. There may not always be a Mass in your 
parish every day or even every week. In the long run, 
the Holy Spirit will have to show us what we are to 
do. Fourth, ministry is everyone's responsibility, so get 
involved! Finally, show your appreciation and concern 
for the priests we do have. They have a tough job 
and it is not getting any easier. 
 
 
 
What are a "nihil obstat" and an imprimatur? 
   Much has been published these days about all 
aspects of Catholicism. One way to determine if 
something has approval or is at least not contrary to 
faith is to look for the "nihil obstat" and the 
imprimatur. These Latin words are followed by the 
name of the person granting them. "Nihil obstat" 
means "nothing stands in the way" and indicates that 
there is nothing contained in the book that is contrary 
to Catholic doctrine or morality. Usually the person 
granting the "nihil obstat" is a theologian who has the 
necessary church credentials. The imprimatur, which 
means "let it be printed," is usually given by a bishop 
after a thorough review of the material. It is a kind of 
guarantee that the printed material is Catholic in its 
content and teaching. This disclaimer often follows: no 
implication is contained therein that those who have 
granted the "nihil obstat" and imprimatur agree with 
the contents, opinions, or statements expressed. 
   When looking for books that are faithful to Catholic 
doctrine and teaching, the "nihil obstat" and 
imprimatur are the easiest and surest ways of being 
certain of orthodox teaching. 
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5b Fifth Sunday in Ordinary Time  

Are some sacraments more important than others? 
   At times, yes. Perhaps instead of thinking of 
importance in terms of ranking one as first or 
greatest, it might be easier to think of them in terms of 
significance. As we grow in age and in faith, 
sacraments take on a different meaning and 
significance for us. Obviously, baptism is important 
because it is the first one we receive and officially 
begins our journey of faith. The Eucharist is important 
because it is the body and blood of Christ and 
nourishes our faith. And the vocational sacraments of 
marriage and holy orders have their place, too. 
   But sacraments are dynamic realities that bring 
God's grace to us at various moments of our life. So 
not only are they a kind of reminder that God is 
always present with us, but sacraments also are the 
way God's presence comes to us, since grace is a 
share in God's life. When we are spiritually in need, it 
is the grace we receive and the particular sacrament 
that is of greatest significance to us. If I am no longer 
able to receive the Eucharist, perhaps the most 
important sacrament would be the anointing of the 
sick. If I am growing in age and wisdom, baptism 
might not be as significant as the sacrament of 
penance. All of the sacraments have their place in our 
lives and the life of the church, serving to give us a 
share in God's sanctifying life and love. 
 
 
 
Is faith something we have to just accept? Or is 
there some reason to it that makes it more logical? 
   There are some people who have the mistaken 
notion that faith and reason are on the opposite ends 
of the spectrum. For them, faith is a blind allegiance 
to a set of beliefs arbitrarily spelled out by some 
council or papal decree. In fact, faith is our 
relationship with God and is guided and directed by 
logic as much as any relationship can be. If we extend 
faith to include theology (an explanation of what we 
believe), then logic plays a large role. The church, in 
fact, has given the world some of its greatest thinkers, 
and faith is the basis for the establishment of so many 
schools that teach science, philosophy and even logic 
itself. 
   Faith is the logical unfolding of our relationship with 
God and the consequences of being a believer. There 
are elements of faith that elude the grasp of the 
dictates of logic, but then, there are elements of love, 
truth, forgiveness, mercy and justice that also do the 
same thing. Logic, truth, and faith go hand in hand, 
but one never dominates nor destroys the other.
