BLESSED CHALK FOR EPIPHANY HOME 
BLESSING 
   Epiphany is traditionally the day our homes are 
blessed. This could be done with a procession through 
every room of the house with everyone involved, having 
something to carry (candle, crucifix, holy water, and 
symbols of the Magi: Gold, incense, and myrrh 
perfume). In each room one person asks the blessing.  
For example: Bless this room (office) and all who live 
(work, sleep, cook, etc, here. Fill them with the light 
of Christ, that their concern for others may reflect 
your love. We ask this through Christ our Lord. 
Amen. The holy water may be sprinkled and anyone 
can wish a blessing on what may become an event in 
that room. For example: May this kitchen be filled with 
good food and laughter and the sweet smell of T. L. C., 
may this bedroom be filled with sweet sleep and happy 
dreams.  
   It is customary to carry blessed chalk and mark the 
top of the doorway with the year and the initials of the 
Magi (Casper, Melchior, Balthasar). Crosses then 
separate the numbers and initials (20+CMB+10). The 
ceremony then closes with the participants gathering in 
the main room of the house and reciting this short 
prayer together. 
   Bless, Almighty God, this house that it be the shelter 
of health, chastity, self conquest, humility, goodness 
and mildness, obedience to the Commandments and 
Thanksgiving to God the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. 
Through the intercession of Your servants, Casper, 
Melchior, and Balthasar, may Your blessing remain 
for all time upon this place and those assembled here 
through Christ our Lord. Amen.
