 I wonder if the Magi were surprised to see a vulnerable God at the end of their journey. After all, they 
were a product of their times, born and bred in a world where God was omnipotent, exacting and seemingly 
aloof. They traveled an arduous, dangerous journey filled with intrigue and mystery seeking a king born of blood, 
destined to rule. A savvy move following that star, greeting the future leader of the Israelite nation, but what they 
found was something for which they weren’t quite prepared. 
 
 They experienced an epiphany, a manifestation of God that did not spring solely from their own minds or 
the law of tradition. An epiphany is a reception from outside our experience or mental prowess that changes the 
way we view and understand things. It causes this change of its own natural or divine order and affects us 
accordingly. An epiphany doesn’t change our notion of things as much as it changes our experience of them. This is 
a divine portent of things to come, the life-changing power of Christ while He is just a newborn, capable of 
changing the world-view of three ‘wise men’. 
 
 Instead of finding a newborn king, they found the newborn God who wasn’t anything like they thought. 
Control was lost…they didn’t think God was like this or would show Himself in this way. 
 
 The Feast of the Epiphany shows us that God’s plan is far beyond our control, and the beauty of His plan 
lies in its simplicity. He sent His Son as one like us, power and grace enrobed in flesh to teach and to offer Himself 
to the Father for our sins that we might be saved. The hard part for us is to stop trying to control our ideas of God 
because then our faith is in danger of being self-determined. This epiphany is not about ideas or feeling, it’s about 
the divine experience of Christ in our lives; changing our daily lives because we are buoyed in hope, emboldened 
by faith. The Feast of the Epiphany is the manifestation of Christ to the world, recognized through the Magi’s 
experience of the infant Christ in Bethlehem. The gifts they brought were certainly fit for an earthly king, yet what 
they meant in terms of our eternal salvation certainly is far beyond any idea the human mind could conjure up.

    Are we as keen as the shepherds to recognize the Light of 
Lights in our unsuspecting encounters? During the dark days 
and nights of the storm when we were forced either to 
spend many hours with family, in strange places with 
unfamiliar faces or isolated alone, did we recognize the 
Light of Christ in the circumstances and people surrounding 
us? 
 
     Let us help each other be like the Magi and see the 
great Light among us!  Let us celebrate with many lights! 
Light the candles and Christmas lights!  Pray the Light will come 
for us and for our world of darkness.
