Sacraments are nothing if they aren’t connections to the saving power of God.  God’s power is infinite and perfect, capable 
of all things.  God could have chosen to withhold this in Himself; or, if He wanted, to zap us all with the power indiscriminately.  
Yet, we encounter this power in our own lives in very particular ways, primarily through the Sacraments.  To use a traditional 
image, God’s grace is like a great fountain of life; the Sacraments are the place where the fountain pours over us. 
 
Today in the Baptism of Christ, we remember and enter into that moment when Christ first opened up the flowing channel of 
grace for us, in the first of all Sacraments.  He enters the river Jordan (practically a stream). But the Father in Heaven says, 
This is my beloved Son. One of the Church fathers reflected about Christ: 
 

“Though hungry himself, he feeds thousands; though weary, he refreshes those who labor.  He has no place to lay his 
head yet hold all creation in he hand.  By his passion, he frees us from the passions; by receiving a blow on the cheek he 
gives the world its liberty; by being pierced in the side he heals the wound of Adam.” 

 
In His humanity, He does very ordinary things and suffers very ordinary things.  In His divinity, He accomplishes miracles.  
Therefore, when Christ enters the waters of a little stream, He opens the torrent of grace and redemption. 
 
Christ was accomplishing a connection on a grand scale: a redemption of the people of the earth, and a purification that went 
to the core of who we are as human beings.  From our perspective, Baptism applies to an individual, usually a little baby 
brought by his or her parents, who comes to the—sometimes very understated—baptismal font.  A little bit of water, not 
unlike the small Jordan river.  This is our connection. 
 
Consider how amazing of a thing it would be were one of us the son or daughter of a great King or the president of the 
United States.  It would truly carry with it great honor and privilege…as well as great responsibility.  There would be 
opportunities to experience great things, and yet one could never forget that he is representing his father.  In baptism a 
whiney, wiggly child hears the All-powerful Creator say, This is my beloved son. 
 
Perhaps it is with this in mind that the Church suggests we cross ourselves with holy-water as we enter the church.  At a church 
in rural South Dakota, with a little unremarkable water, the grace of God pours over us.  We are connected to the Fountain of 
Grace and Power and Life.
