Prayer is listening to God and 
listening for Him. This is where we find peace in any of our decisions, and it’s what we have to do in 
order to make the Appeal achieve what we hope it can.

She 
suggests, instead of resolving to become a mystic by 
December only to abandon your promise by March, consider 
something less demanding that can stretch your soul in less 
than 10 minutes a day. 
    The larger goals such as daily Mass, a full daily  
rosary, daily or weekly hour of adoration, or Morning  
and Evening Prayer are wonderful, but because of the 
daily demands are not always possible.  If that’s the case, 
try Daily Mass Readings, one decade of the rosary, a 
brief visit to the Blessed Sacrament, the Morning Offering. 
or some other devotion.  Be faithful to the practice and 
be ready for a reawakening of your spirit. 
      Ask the Holy Spirit for the gift of perseverance.
