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Whenever thunderstorms menaced the neighborhood fields on Coopertown baseball night, it was a terrible letdown.....the
infamous ‘Oh no!” was an interior feeling of dread and an audible exasperation uttered by any kid looking up at the sky.
Baseball nights seemed to thrill all involved; the activity and shouting, cheers and encouragements, not to mention the myriad
of side events at the playground which adds to the neat memories. So when the storms rumbled, what was a kid to do? All
chores were completed lest they interfere with the game at hand and all trouble was meticulously avoided during the day to
prevent the danger and dismay of spending this prized time punished in my room. There was only one thing to do...beseech
the Lord to let it rain some other time.

It worked every time that | can remember. Now | don’t know if it was due to the prayers of the children who wanted to play
so badly or the supplications of neighborhood mothers who desperately needed baseball night to come off as planned for
their own sanity, but the Lord listened to someone.

In the gratitude of my glee, | always thought that God gave us those freebies as a lesson about His loving ear. At the same
time | always had this sense that God’s love is a two-way street that beckons and emboldens us to seek His will and to live in
gratitude for His abundant gifts, ready to participate in the building of His Kingdom. The Lord gives, and sometimes He asks
us to give as well. We all know and have experienced this in our hearts and minds, and our responses determine how we
know God.

Our Cathedral Appeal for the Restoration is about building the Kingdom of God and increasing our capacity to teach,
both inside the Cathedral and outside of it. We seek to fully restore our Cathedral and completely pay off our debt on the
Rectory, Hall and Elevator loan and the Boiler loan. As of now we are only paying the interest on these loans, hamstrung
because of our operational expenses. That $4,000.00 monthly could be used for so many of our needs, | try not to think
about it....but its hard not to.

That’s our two for one deal with the Restoration; a beautiful brand new Cathedral that stands for so much in our hearts and
community as well as no parish debt. We have an opportunity that won’t come around again for a long time. Please
remember, this appeal is not about negotiating with your assets, nor is it a checking account gift. We have a 3-5 year
commitment period so we can all make our best gift possible. Negotiate with God, listen to His counsel. We are engaged in a
spiritual challenge, not a building challenge. Since we are speaking to God about His house and our part in ensuring its
grandeur and safety for another century, hopefully we realize that while we are being asked to do something extraordinary,
the Father will be well pleased with our faithful response for the sake of His Kingdom. The Lord challenges and stretches us to
grow in our faith and awareness of His call. The only fear we should have when He challenges us is not listening to His voice.

We all share an equal burden for the Cathedral Restoration, but our individual resources and capacities means that our
gifts will be unequal. We are all part of this project, seeking to do something great. The greatness does not depend on what
we give as much as how well we give of ourselves to His glory.
