    As the last of our Cathedral Appeal gatherings wound down this week, the recurring responses were full of hope, awe and 
expectation. Much of the scaffolding has been removed from the sanctuary and transept areas, and by luck of the draw, 
those who attended this week’s gatherings were privy to a fully revealed depiction of the Annunciation at the Marian shrine, a 
pretty good idea of the beauty of the Nativity scene and a fair impression of what the bas relief portraying the death of St. 
Joseph will look like in the north transept. The Stations of the Cross, even as they are prepared for painting with white primer, 
have come alive with a depth and intricacy that will tell the story of Christ’s Passion and Death with an intensity and breadth 
that will teach all of us and prayerfully lead us closer to Christ in the Eucharist. 
 
   While the work in the Cathedral progresses, another perceptible and tangible building process is taking place in our midst; 
our growth as a parish family. Sure, there is only one way into St. Gymnasium (not counting the fire exits) and we are sitting 
closer together, but these aspects are not enough on their own to explain what we have all been experiencing and enjoying. 
In other words, this growth is not borne of hardship; the Holy Spirit is satisfying a thirst that we couldn’t quite distinguish 
before the Restoration began. The Cathedral Restoration isn’t merely paint, wire and lights…it’s a spiritual one as well. 
 
   Lately, every time I don the hardhat and goggles to view the progress of the work, I try hard not to focus just on the 
elements completed, instead I try to envisage how they will all fit together; the bas reliefs, paint, pineapples, pelicans, 
cherubs, Apostles, lights, marble floor, Stations of the Cross, altar, Bishop’s Cathedra, ambo and on and on. This is not a 
building for show because our Cathedral is a place of worship for the people, giving praise to God and welcoming the 
weary and burdened. The Lord is with us in our spiritual preparations as well. Our expectancy and hope is a spiritual benefit 
and preparation that points to more than the joy of a magnificent structure. As a parish, we have a singular opportunity that 
Christ never specifically promised; we will be lucky enough to see and experience the fruit of our efforts and join the throng 
of our faithful predecessors who built and maintained our beloved parish and Cathedral. I know we are cut from the same 
bolt of cloth as they were. 
 
   We have received many beautiful gifts of all shapes and sizes that confirm so eloquently our faith. In these last days of our 
Cathedral Appeal, please pray and listen to the Lord. We all share an equal burden; the question is, can we all make an 
equal sacrifice according to our means and what God has entrusted to us? 
 
   As a hoped-for example to the daughter parishes of the Diocese, we have a leadership role in the Cathedral Restoration. 
Let’s embrace this challenge and its benefits. We can rejoice from the moment we move back to our beloved Cathedral, and 
keep rejoicing right up to the gates of Heaven.

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CREATIVE TENSION 
How do we score on being firm regarding the Gospel 
message and proclaiming it to all?   
The prophets were ridiculed and shunned because of 
their radical message.  Jesus went about comforting and 
affirming but he was also challenging and demanding. This 
caused great tension…was He loving and forgiving friend 
or was he unyielding judge?  Just as the prophets, Jesus 
was rejected, even by those who knew him best.  Should 
we expect that if our Catholic Christian life is lived in truth 
and proclaimed in earnest create less friction?   The Holy 
Spirit, through the graces of our Baptism and Confirmation, 
challenges us to maintain this creative tension in our lives 
and to teach it.  That doesn’t mean that we have to carry the 
Bible and Catechism of the Catholic Church with us and 
preach to all we meet.  It does mean that our faith practices 
at home and with others may create tension….but it’s 
healthy. The children may object when we insist on blessing 
them when they leave the house and even in front of others, 
when we are firm that there are no compromises about 
attending weekend Mass, special family times, seeing 
questionable movies, etc.  Our Christian example, whether to 
children or other adults, must speak both of standing firm on 
truths and practices of our faith and also extending loving 
kindness.
