Tax-Free IRA Gifts Extended 
 Did you know that federal law still allows tax-free charitable distributions 
from your IRA? Charitable taxpayers who are 70 and one-half years old or 
older can direct “qualified charitable distributions” from their fund adminis-
trator directly to the charities of their choice, including one’s parish, school 
or favorite ministry. Anyone with an IRA who is 70 and one-half years old or 
older at the time of the distribution should explore this possibility. This pro-
vision was renewed to cover the period through December 31, 2009. For

Home Is Where The Family Is 
 The idea, dream, and reality of family is so strong and durable that we 
use it to describe all that is best about human gatherings. We speak of the 
family of nations, of our church and parish families. The greatest compli-
ment we can pay a friend or gracious host is to say that we feel at home 
with them, we feel part of the family. 
 Families are the first crucibles in which love is tested and tempered. Je-
sus himself was one of three people who lived in the shadow of each other. 
This family, like our own, did not always “get it right,” but they always tried 
to. These three “amateurs” were on holiday, and one of them got lost. Two 
were worried sick and took great measures to find the third, a boy who was 
seeking the meaning of his calling. He found his vocation — to do his Fa-
ther’s work — but he also returned home with his parents. 



HOLY FAMILIES 
 Today’s scriptures describe three human families and their efforts to do 
God’s will. Such efforts make them grow in holiness. The first family we en-
counter is Hannah, Elkanah, and Samuel. Hannah does something that only a 
woman who has given up her baby for adoption might fully understand — she 
leaves her long-awaited child to be raised by a priest in the service of the 
Lord’s temple. Somehow Hannah recognizes that this is God’s will for her and 
for Samuel.  Both are “dedicated to the Lord.” 
 Next we hear about the Christian family, “the children of God.”  The first let-
ter of John encourages us to “do what pleases {God}.”  By focusing on doing 
God’s will we will help one another to become more holy, more like the chil-
dren of God that we truly are.  Finally, we listen to a story about Mary, Joseph, 
and Jesus.  It involves a typical dynamic in family life, with the adolescent son 
seeking independence and the parents responding with “anxiety” and hurt.  
As in our own families, it seems that Joseph, Mary, and Jesus didn’t always 
agree on what it meant to do God’s will. 
 
 

DOING WHAT PLEASES GOD 
 Like Mary and Joseph, who “did not understand” why Jesus remained in the 
Temple, we will not always understand what God has in mind for us through 
the struggles of family life.  It may be difficult to know how to “do what 
pleases {God}.”  Today’s reading from the First Letter of John gives us some 
guidance.  If we put our faith in Christ and “love one another” we will grow 
together in holiness.  With Jesus we will “advance in wisdom and age and fa-
vor before God and man.” 
 God’s will is that we all love one another and grow together into a holy hu-
man family. 

Treasures From Our 
  Tradition 
 On Thursday night, December 31, 
at the turning of the year, you may 
catch a glimpse of the old year, a 
cartoon figure of a hunched old man 
with a sickle — Father Time.  Where 
else but in this column could you 
learn that this is in fact a pope? 
 December 31 was in the old calen-
dar the feast of St. Sylvester. Leg-
end says that Sylvester healed the 
Emperor Constantine of leprosy, and 
presided at the liturgy of baptism for 
the grateful Emperor. In 314, he was 
chosen pope, and it fell to him to 
organize the peacetime church, free 
at last from persecution. He founded 
the Lateran Basilica, the cathedral 
of the Diocese of Rome. 
 In northern Europe “Sylvester 
Night”  is a time of great parties with 
eating, dancing, and singing — re-
calling perhaps the joy of the church 
in the fresh air of Sylvester’s papacy. 
In Poland, there was great fear as 
the year 1000 approached that an 
immense dragon would devour the 
earth and set fire to the heavens. 
The people prayed earnestly to St. 
Sylvester, trusting that the saint 
would not permit such suffering on 
his feast day. They’ve been celebrat-
ing ever since! 
 Many New Year’s customs have 
pagan roots, like the British “First 
Footer” tradition. The idea is that 
the first person setting foot into your 
house in the new year determines 
the luck for the year ahead. The 
ideal first footer was not a bit like 
old Pope Sylvester, but rather a tall, 
dark-haired man carrying the right 
gift. A handsome first footer meant 
the year ahead would be pleasant, 
and if he carried bread or a shovel 
of coal there would be food and 
warmth in the future.  Who will be 
your household’s first footer? 

DALMATIC  6 

Q    On special feasts, our deacon dresses differently than usual. He 
wore a vestment similar to the priest.   What is that called? 
 

A   The outer garment worn by a deacon is called a dalmatic. The dal-
matic is a sign of service, recalling the garb of a servant. Often the dalmatic 
is similar in style and color to that of the priest's, called a chasuble. But the 
dalmatic is different in two ways. First, it is generally used for more solemn 
Masses and feasts and is not necessary for all Masses. Secondly, it has 
sleeves whereas the chasuble does not. Often it has two parallel stripes on 
either side. But most of the time, the deacon wears the stole across the 
chest for Mass, without using the dalmatic.   
 Modern day liturgical vestments trace their histories back to ancient 
Rome and the fashions of the day. One interesting bit of trivia is that the 
dalmatic traces its roots back to Greece and the town of Dalmatia, the 
same place that bred Dalmatian dogs. Another interesting note is that at 
one time a priest wore a dalmatic as well as a tunic under the chasuble, 
reflecting all three of the orders he received: sub-diaconate, diaconate and 
priesthood. Bishops likewise wore a dalmatic for solemn Masses. Vest-
ments indicated the rank or role of participants in a liturgy. The common 
vestment to all of us is the baptismal gown, recalled by the alb -- the long 
white garment -- a reminder of our new life in Christ, freed from sin.
