Stewardship Reflection 
The U.S. bishops’ pastoral on stew-
ardship reinforces today’s reading 
from I Corinthians: “Because its indi-
vidual members do collectively 
make up the Body of Christ, that 
body’s health and well-being are the 
responsibility of the members — the 
personal responsibility of each one 
of us. We’re all stewards of the 
Church. 
 
Forming Good Stewards 
Jesus, his parents, and his grandpar-
ents lived in the small town of Naz-
areth that had a population of about 
400 people and would fit inside the 
physical boundaries of an average 
sized parish. In the synagogue at 
Nazareth, after reading a passage 
from Isaiah, Jesus declared, “Today 
this passage is fulfilled in your hear-
ing…….The spirit of the Lord is upon 
me because he has anointed me to 
bring glad tidings to the poor. He 
has sent me to proclaim liberty to 
captives and recovery of sight to the 
blind, to let the oppressed go free 
and to proclaim a year acceptable to 
the Lord.” How would you react if 
someone you know in your parish 
stood up and said that? Now imag-
ine the speaker says to you, “The 
Spirit of the Lord is upon you…….” 
and you have been sent to do all of 
those things. As a result of our Bap-
tism and Confirmation the Spirit is 
upon us and we have an obligation 
to do all those things  —  and more.

God has 
provided us with these gifts in order to advance His Kingdom. Our sisters 
and brothers in other Christian denominations have also been blessed with 
unique gifts that are being used for the same purpose. This week, the An-
nual Week of Prayer  for Christian Unity comes to a close. We pray that 
throughout the year all Christians would be good stewards of their relation-
ships, seeking to understand each other, being always patient and humble, 
and listening to one another, so that the Body of Christ may be truly united.

Q   Is faith something we have to just accept? Or is there some reason 
to it that makes it more logical? 
 

A    There are some people who have the mistaken notion that faith and 
reason are on the opposite ends of the spectrum. For them, faith is a blind 
allegiance to a set of beliefs arbitrarily spelled out by some council or papal 
decree. In fact, faith is our relationship with God and is guided and directed 
by logic as much as any relationship can be. If we extend faith to include 
theology (an explanation of what we believe), then logic plays a large role. 
The church, in fact, has given the world some of its greatest thinkers, and 
faith is the basis for the establishment of so many schools that teach sci-
ence, philosophy and even logic itself. 
Faith is the logical unfolding of our relationship with God and the conse-
quences of being a believer. There are elements of faith that elude the 
grasp of the dictates of logic, but then, there are elements of love, truth, 
forgiveness, mercy and justice that also do the same thing. Logic, truth, and 
faith go hand in hand, but one never dominates nor destroys the other.
