 Jeremiah declares that the Lord 
knew him before he was born and 
dedicated and appointed him to his 
role as prophet even before he drew 
breath. We, too, are known and sent 
by the Lord. What deeds of love and 
service are mine to perform? 
 

Forming Good Stewards 
In his home town of Nazareth, Jesus 
read a passage from Isaiah that 
prophesied the coming of the Mes-
siah.  He closed the scroll and 
claimed it had been fulfilled in their 
hearing. They “all spoke highly of 
him and were amazed at the gra-
cious words that came from his 
mouth.” But they instinctively real-
ized that if Jesus, the son of Mary 
and Joseph, the carpenter, were 
truly the Messiah, he was destined 
to do great things.  And, if he did 
great things, he might challenge 
them to do great things. He had 
grown up among them and was like 
them. They became fearful and agi-
tated and tried to throw him off of a 
high cliff at the top of the craggy hill 
where Nazareth is located.  From 
our youth we have learned about 
Jesus through the revealed Word of 
God.  We have come to know him as 
the Messiah who did great things 
and who saved us by his death and 
resurrection. We know he expects us 
to be all that God created us to be. 
How do we respond? Do we try to 
throw Jesus over a high cliff? Or do 
we try to imitate Jesus and do great 
things?

NIHIL  OBSTAT 6 

Q    What are a "nihil obstat" and an imprimatur? 
 

A    Much has been published these days about all aspects of Catholi-
cism. One way to determine if something has approval or is at least not 
contrary to faith is to look for the "nihil obstat" and the imprimatur. These 
Latin words are followed by the name of the person granting them. "Nihil 
obstat" means "nothing stands in the way" and indicates that there is noth-
ing contained in the book that is contrary to Catholic doctrine or morality. 
Usually the person granting the "nihil obstat" is a theologian who has the 
necessary church credentials. The imprimatur, which means "let it be 
printed," is usually given by a bishop after a thorough review of the mate-
rial. It is a kind of guarantee that the printed material is Catholic in its con-
tent and teaching. This disclaimer often follows: no implication is contained 
therein that those who have granted the "nihil obstat" and imprimatur agree 
with the contents, opinions, or statements expressed. 
 
When looking for books that are faithful to Catholic doctrine and teaching, 
the "nihil obstat" and imprimatur are the easiest and surest ways of being 
certain of orthodox teaching.
