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Survey Results Shows High Satisfaction
with Parish

There is a common joke shared by 
people who work full time in the church 
world. Most long-term church-staff work-
ers are very familiar with ªCAVEº dwellers; 
however, these folks don't live in a hole 
in a mountain. In this case, c-a-v-e stands 
for people who are ªConsistently Against 
Virtually Everything!º

Based on the results of the recent 
church planning survey, it appears that 
there are not too many CAVE dwellers at 
our parish. Nearly 550 people completed 
the recent planning survey, and the re-
sults were overwhelmingly positive. De-
nis Greene, president of Church Develop-
ment, the firm who helped us conduct 
the survey commented: ªWe never see a 
church with this many positive comments. 
This is remarkable! The feelings of goodwill 
in the church are palpable.º
