One
way to do this is by praying for vocations daily. Another way is to
encourage and support those who appear to have the qualifica-
tions of a vocation. It is also helpful in promoting vocations when families and
every Catholic give our faith and church a priority, to emphasize the positive as-
pects of the Church.
