Both the first reading and the gospel this Sunday relate
occasions when the word of God is proclaimed in the
midst of the community. This offers a good opportunity to
examine the meaning and importance of the gospel
acclamation. While we remain seated during the first and
second readings, we stand for the proclamation of the
gospel, and we sing it. This important liturgical element
announces our belief that the person of Christ becomes
present in our midst in the proclamation of the gospel.
The verse sung by the cantor or choir is usually taken
from the gospel text and acts as an invitation to open our
hearts to truly hear what will be proclaimed so that we
might be transformed by it.

A Note from Fr. Tim

We are all aware of the terrible destruction and death
brought about by the earthquake in Haiti on January
12. Thousands of people were killed and hundreds of
thousands were left homeless and without food, wa-
ter, and medical care. Our Bishop, John Kinney, has
asked that we take up a special collection in January
for the people of Haiti. We will be taking up this col-
lection this weekend. If you did not have an opportu-
nity to donate, you may put your donation in the enve-
lope provided at Mass or label an envelope “Haitian
Relief”. Checks can be written out to either parish or
Catholic Relief Services. Donations will be sent to
Catholic Relief Services, who have much experience
helping people who have experienced a disaster.
They also are very efficient in the use of the funds.
Please be generous to our suffering brothers and sis-
ters of Haiti. As Jesus said in the judgment scene of
St. Matthew’s Gospel (Chapter 28) “Whatever you do
for the least of my brothers and sisters, you do for
me.” Thank you.

"He has sent me to proclaim liberty to captives and recov-
ery of sight to the blind, to let the oppressed go free,

and to proclaim a year acceptable to the Lord." Jesus said
to them, "Today this Scripture passage is fulfilled in your
hearing."
