I don’t know if anyone needs any grief counseling after the Viking’s loss last Sunday, 
but I am sorry about their loss.  However, we can be consoled by the fact that they 
had a very good season and did better than expected; and, there’s always the hope, 
“Wait till next year!” 
 

On Wednesday, February 3, we celebrate the feast day of St. Blasé and St. Ansgar. 
St. Blasé was a physician, Bishop of Sebaste (Armenia), and martyr.  There is little  
information about his life, but he is said to have healed a boy who was choking on a 
fish bone.  For this reason, his intercession is invoked for illnesses of the throat, and 
it is customary for throats to be blessed on his memorial, using crossed candles. 
 

We will have this blessing at our  Masses this weekend and on the Feast day, Febru-
ary 3.  We pray through St. Blasé’s intercession that we will be delivered from the 
diseases of the throat and all illnesses.  May this new year be a healthy one for all of 
us. 
 

Saint Ansgar, the “Apostle of the North,” was a Benedictine monk of Corbie (France) 
and was instrumental in the spread of the Gospel to Scandinavia, especially Sweden 
and Denmark.  He was named Bishop of Hamburg and was appointed legate of the 
northern nations.
