With 
these words the Church proclaims that 
today's feast brings to a perfect fulfillment 
all the purposes of Advent. Epiphany, 
therefore, marks the liturgical zenith of the 
Advent-Christmas season. The young 
Messiah is revealed as the light of the 
nations. Three mysteries are encompassed 
in this solemnity: the adoration of the 
Christ Child by the Magi, the Baptism of 
Christ and the wedding feast at Cana.  
O come, let us adore Him!

Next Sunday 
I will be having Mass at my old parish of St. Stephen’s. I missed their 
20th anniversary with my 2nd surgery in the hospital and I wanted to 
return and thank them for all their prayers for my recovery. I will then 
be on vacation until January 28th. Thanks to Fr. Francis for covering my 
Masses.  (I think Fr. Francis got a “full lesson” on Nebraska winters and 
blizzards. It will probably be source material for a couple of homilies 
when he returns to Uganda on January 29th.)

If we get an outbreak of 
flu we can go back to one form again.  

Try and 
leave some of the Christmas decorations or the tree up until that time. It might be 
nice to give a small gift within the family on the Feast of the Epiphany.
