Baptism of the Lord: We commemorate Jesus’ baptism this weekend. Baptism 
is one sacrament that lasts our whole life long and it changes our 
relationship with God by making us sons and daughters. In the “old days” 
we were baptized the first Sunday after we were born. (Mom was still in the 
hospital for most of the baptisms.) Now there is a bit more leeway, but I 
think it would be a common consensus today that children should be 
baptized within a couple of months of their birth. In case of emergency, 
anyone can baptize. I have never turned down a request for baptism in my 
priesthood. Although at times, I have had to remind couples that the 
baptism signifies a real intention to raise the child as Catholic.  It is not a 
magical ritual. The official ritual says that even the child of Hindu parents 
may be baptized if the parents intend to raise the child as Catholic. The completion of 
baptism really is the funeral rite. In baptism we celebrate our union with the death and 
resurrection of the Lord. That union is completed in our own dying and rising. This is 
why the casket at a funeral is clothed in a white garment and blessed with holy water at 
the beginning of the funeral. 

Seminary Collection: is being taken up throughout the archdiocese. This is the most 
popular of the nine collections. The four parishes have donated $10,089 (WP: $8,975; 
SC: $119; MO: $464; AL: $531) to this collection from our Caritas collection in Lent. If 
you wish to add to this, you can mark the check or envelope (“Seminary”) and we will 
add that to our collection. The archdiocese also sent out appeal letters for this. (I notice 
that the letter lists West Point for $1,030 when we gave $8,975, the fourth largest 
amount…argggg!!! We called the archdiocese to confirm this amount.)  

St. Stephen’s:  I was the founding pastor of St. Stephen’s in 1989. I missed their 20th 
anniversary with my 2nd surgery and so I will be having masses there this weekend.  I 
wanted to return and thank them for all their prayers for my recovery. I will then be on 
vacation until January 29th.  

Bah Humbug! could well describe our attitude about snow. Thanks to all who helped with 
snow removal. It has been extraordinary over these holidays. I don’t know what we 
would have done without you. 

Thanks: to all who sent us cards, goodies and gifts for Christmas. It is greatly appreciated.  
Communion under Both Forms: is now being given for Sunday and weekday masses. If we 

get an outbreak of flu we can go back to one form again.  
Ending of Christmas season: this Sunday 
Christmas collection: God has been so good and generous to us in the United States. Your 

generosity to your parishes, schools and other charities is deeply appreciated. With the 
bad weather, we are quite a bit “under budget”, so thanks for making up your Christmas 
and Sunday collection donation. We budgeted $55,000 for Christmas.  

Bin Buster Fund Raiser for GA/CC to help with their budgets: Donated as of January 5 = 
$53,337.42 (GA-$20,380.75, CC-$25,652.05, Parish-$7,304.82). Thank you so much to all 
those involved in the project. This is great and will really help with the budgets. God 
bless you.
