Meditation for this Week 

T oday's Gospel is taken from        
St. John, 2:1-11, which recounts the 
events at the wedding feast at 

Cana. This is the occasion that Jesus chose 
to first reveal some of his inner reality. 
How much Jesus loves young married 
couples! He performs this miracle at the 
urging of his Mother, whom significantly he 
calls "Woman". Before the primeval sin 
our common mother was referred to as 
"the woman". (Gen 3) By the time of      
St. Irenaeus (2nd century) Christians saw 
Mary as the New Eve. Jesus’s miracle at 
Cana in Galilee so revealed His glory, 
and his disciples began to believe in him.

The Miracle at Cana: is the first miracle worked by Jesus. It is at the request of 
his mother. She merely says, “They have no wine” to Jesus and “Do what he 
says” to the stewards. We still turn to Mary today for intercession. Mary 
didn’t turn the water to wine, Jesus did. The clear impression one gets from 
the gospel is that this miracle was worked because Mary asked the Lord. We 
too ask Mary to remember us to the Lord, especially our married couples. 
There are times in marriage, when things run dry. Times when we “run out of 
wine” and times we seem even to run out of water. Wine in the scriptures is a 
symbol of joy and happiness. There are times in marriage when it seems to 
run out of joy. St. John of the Cross talks about the “dark night of the soul” 
when God withdraws the joy we experience to purify us and prepare for a 
higher stage of growth where we love the Giver (God) and not just the gifts. 
When we run out of wine, we pray that God will transform the ordinary water of our 
humdrum lives into the wine of joy and delight. All relationships have an ebb and flow, 
even our relationship with God. Each ebb prepares us for a great flow. It takes great faith 
to trust in the other and to trust in God when “there is no wine”. As Mary knows, blessing 
flow obedience. If we struggle to “do what He tells us” and be faithful to the other and our 
duties in marriage, God will bless the “water” of our struggle with the “wine” of joy.  

Catholic Schools Week: begins January 31st as we draw closer to our 125th anniversary of 
Guardian Angels. Don’t forget the breakfast on January 31st. 
The 8:30am Mass will be at West Point instead of Aloys. 
Thanks to the parishioners of Aloys for giving up their Mass 
that week for Catholic Schools Week. 

Finances: We will report our 2009 contributions as of January 
15, 2010. Thanks for your generosity. Our Sunday collection 
was up 4% for the year (due to several larger donations). 
Financial reports will go out to all parishioners. And to save 
postage, we include information and envelopes for our Lenten 
Caritas collection in which we combine 10 special collections 
into one.  

Seminary Collection: is being taken up 
throughout the archdiocese. This is the most 
popular of the nine collections. The four 
parishes have donated $10,089 (WP: $8,975; 
SC: $119; MO: $464; AL: $531) to this 
collection from our Caritas collection in Lent. 
If you wish to add to this, you can mark the 
check or envelope (“Seminary”) and we will 
add that to our collection. The archdiocese 
also sent out appeal letters for this. (I notice 
that the letter lists West Point for $1,030 when we gave $7,945, the fourth largest 
amount…argggg!!! We called the archdiocese to confirm this amount.) 

Communion under Both Forms: is now being given for Sunday and weekday masses. If we 
get an outbreak of flu we can go back to one form again.  

Christmas collection : We budgeted $55,000 for Christmas and so far we have received 
$37,317.82. 

Bin Buster Fund Raiser for GA/CC to help with their budgets: Donated as of January 12 = 
$54,670.13 (GA-$20,873.50, CC-$26,144.80, Parish-$7,651.83). Thank you so much to all those 
involved in the project. This is great and will really help with the budgets. God bless you.
