fulfilled in your hearing". Jesus teaches 
that this prophecy, like the other main 
prophecies in the Old Testament, refer to 
him and find their fulfillment in him.  
Thus, the Old Testament can be rightly 
understood only in the light of the New - 
as the risen Christ showed the Apostles 
when he opened their minds to understand 
the Scriptures, an understanding which the 
Holy Spirit perfected on the day of 
Pentecost.
