We are the last rural Catholic High School to implement 
moving 7th and 8th to the High School. This move offers us many 
educational and financial advantages. My special thanks to Sr. Mary 
Ann and Mr. Matt Richardson (as well as other teachers and staff) for the many, 
many hours they have spent preparing and planning for this. We have re-thought 
the whole package and the educational advantages are impressive. We will be able 
to offer more college credits courses at CC and we will be able to better prepare the 
7th and 8th graders for High School. Rarely do we get a situation in which we can 
improve education and save money at the same time. There have been two parent 
meetings and I think we are all becoming more comfortable with this change.  

Did you know? That Guardian Angels was the first coed Catholic High School in the 
state?  

Caritas collection will be taken up in Lent. It is our opportunity to think a bit about 
what we donate to other charities. The money from Caritas is divided among the 
ten different special collections we have during the year. The money is divided 
according to the average parish collections for a three year period that these 
collections received in the parishes.  

Bin Buster Fund Raiser for GA/CC to help with their budgets: Donated as of 
January 12 = $56,203.57 (GA-$22,006.94, CC-$26,394.80, Parish-$7,801.83). Thank 
you so much to all those involved in the project. This is great and will really help 
with the budgets. God bless you. 

Priests’ Conference: last week Fr. Frank and I went to a Priests’ Conference on the 
new translation of the Mass that will probably be implemented in November 2011. 
An attempt is being made to change the translation to better reflect what the other 
nations have already done and to make biblical allusions more obvious. While the 
changes are minor, they will require some re-tooling to use them.  

Vacation: I had a nice vacation in Costa Rica with my sister. The 10 day photo tour 
was very interesting as we got to see a wide variety of birds, butterflies and flowers, 
as well as monkeys, macaws and crocodiles. I understand I didn’t miss any good 
weather while I was gone, but we had plenty there.
