A Message from your Pastor 
Dear Friends, 
 

Thanks for all the goodies and gifts you 
brought our way.  Now Fr. Wee and I will have to 
spend even more time in the gym!  Your 
generosity touches my heart. 

I hope your Christmas Day celebrations 
were lovely and filled with God’s graces.  The 
Church continues the celebration of Christmas 
for the next few weeks until the baptism of Jesus 
on the tenth of January.  While the rest of the world may now be tired of 
all the Christmas songs and festivities, the Church is just gearing up her 
celebrations surrounding the birth of Jesus. 

In many parts of the world the gift-giving that we do on Christmas 
day is done on the feast of the Epiphany when we remember the wise ones 
who came from the east and brought gifts to the new born king.  Maybe 
your family does the same or perhaps you opened your gifts even before 
Christmas.  Either way, the idea of giving one another gifts at Christmas 
time comes from the first gifts given by the Magi from the east. 

We have a tendency in our culture to think of gifts as objects, 
things to be exchanged and judge their value based upon the cost of the 
item.  But thinking this way really misses the point of the gift-giving that 
takes place at Christmas; we are to follow the example of Jesus in our  
gift-giving. 

A genuine gift involves a giving from the very substance of who we 
are.  It means giving away.  It involves a dying of ourselves.  It is a very 
intimate experience where the one who gives and the one who receives 
acknowledges a depth of understanding about the other.  Gift-giving helps 
us to realize the Christian truth that our lives are intertwined.  We do not 
live separate lives, but we are givers of life to one another.  We do not 
hoard our riches because they are ours, but we give them away knowing 
that the act of giving itself transforms us. 

The Magi did not leave the stable with any obvious gifts in hand in 
return for what they had given to Jesus.  They had journeyed many miles 
and over much time to find this little baby.  They offered him extravagant 
gifts and then they leave.  We can only imagine what happens next in their 
lives, what stories they may tell, how their lives have been transformed in 
the experience.  Maybe in the depth of their being they knew the truth that 
the rest of the world would discover later.  The encounter with Jesus 
touches the very depth of our being and lets us know that we are precious 
in the eyes of God.  He takes on our human flesh to raise our humanity to 
His divinity.  A life bound by death is now offered a chance at eternity.  
That is the gift He gives to us.  He invites us, in turn, to not only follow 
His light, but to become light to others.

Happy New Year!  Now is the time 
for New Year’s resolutions.  Eating 
healthy is not difficult to do; is it on 
your list of resolutions?  
Did you know that 
obesity continues to be 
a public health concern 
in the United States and 
throughout the world?  
It is associated with 
increased risk of a 
number of conditions, including: 
diabetes mellitus, high blood 
pressure, heart disease, and certain 
cancers, and with increased risk of 
disability and a modestly elevated 
risk of all-cause mortality. Although 
obesity is a consequence of complex 
factors including an increase in the 
consumption of calories and a 
decrease in physical activity, the 
incidence of obesity is also 
influenced by environmental factors.  
In the United States, foods are 
inexpensive and widely available.  In 
addition, food portion sizes have 
increased and individuals are eating 
out of the home more often.  On 
the other hand, opportunities for 
physical activity may seem to have 
decreased.  It is often hard to fit in 
healthy eating and exercise into a 
busy schedule.  During the 
upcoming weeks, the parish nurse 
tips will help you find ways to fit 
both into your life.

THE  HOLY FAMILY  
 Adolescents are often characterized in American culture as moody, 
rebellious, unresponsive to adults, secretive, addicted to text messaging, and 
generally disconnected from their families.  The caricature carries over into 
films, televisions shows, and comic strips like "Zits."  Television sitcoms 
often garner great laughs by pitting younger, wittier children against 
adolescents to the delight of on-looking parents.  Such views only serve to 
separate the members of a family rather than unite them as one household. 
 While we may laugh at the humor, letting culture define family life is 
not the direction offered by Christian experience.  For starters, Christians 
begin with baptism, recognizing that each member of the family shares in the 
gift of the Holy Spirit that dwells in our hearts.  As the writer of the First 
Letter of John says, "We are God's children now."  In the family, each 
member is a precious gift with talents given by God. 
 The adolescent Jesus slipped away from Mary and Joseph in Sunday's 
Gospel.  (Has it ever happened to you where one of your older kids slipped 
away because they wanted to stay out a little longer?)  In the end, his actions 
were seen as part of God's larger plan.  It remains a delicate balance in 
helping children to discern their gifts as they grow older, while at the same 
time providing the discipline and structure that will protect and guide them. 
This feast that we celebrate today reminds us that the balance comes from 
seeing ourselves as a family with God in our midst.  With that as the starting 
point, rather than the culture of the day, we can all learn how to be about our 
heavenly Father's business.
