A Message from your Pastor 
Dear Friends, 
 

A new calendar year begins!  Have you made your resolutions?  Have you asked 
God’s assistance in making sure that you have the will power to see your resolutions 
through to completion?  All of us intend to do well, but we so often fail.  It becomes 
obvious to us over our years of experience that we are incapable of making progress 
against sin on our own.  Our human nature is weak.  As Peter experienced in the 
garden and at the home of the high priest, no matter how much we intend to do good 
our flesh fails us.  He had walked with Jesus and knew his teachings first hand, yet 
when the time came for him to stand up and be counted among the followers of Jesus, 
he denied that he knew Jesus three times.  So, as a new year begins, let me encourage you to make one 
resolution—to ask Jesus to help you become a little better this year.  Perhaps with Jesus’ help we can keep at 
least one resolution this coming year. 

I pray that this year will be one of solid spiritual growth in our parish; that we will all come to love the 
Lord a bit deeper and live it profoundly in our love for each other.  Like it or not, change will happen with 
time.  We can at least be ready for the change by communing with the Lord in prayer on a regular basis. 

I will be leaving this Saturday with a group of 19 other folks from the Omaha area for our mission trip 
to Guatemala.  This was the trip that was postponed last summer because of political unrest in the region of 
Huehuetenango.  Our hosts in Guatemala tell us that the situation has improved and that they feel comfortable 
inviting us to come down and spend a couple of weeks with them.  We will be running a medical clinic and 
working in the local Catholic school.  I ask for your prayers while we are there so that the trip is a success and 
that all our missionaries return to Nebraska safely and in full health.  We leave early in the morning on the ninth 
of January and will return on the twentieth in the evening. 

Some of you may already know that one of the changes in the parish in 2010 is that we will have a new 
editor of our bulletin.  Chris Essink who has faithfully prepared our bulletin for the past several years has 
decided to retire.  She and her husband will be traveling during their retirement.  We wish her well and I want 
to extend a deep thanks to her for the outstanding bulletins she has prepared for us week after week.  Chris 
took great pride in her work and it made all of us in the parish look better because of her dedication.  She has 
also assisted with our athletic program and many know her from the kind smile and generous welcome she 
gives to all who come looking for a uniform or a schedule.  Sandy Elsasser is stepping into Chris’ shoes.  She 
has been working with Chris the past couple of weeks so that she can learn a few of the secrets of publishing a 
good bulletin.  Please welcome her and help her to get acquainted with our parish. 

We have a great Parish Mission planned for this year during Lent.  Each year we bring in a national level 
speaker with a reputation for helping people grow closer to the Lord.  Our Lenten Mission this year will be the 
week of February 22.  Please clear your calendars now so that you will have a chance to spend a night or a week 
with ValLimar Jansen.  Blessed with an extraordinary voice, ValLimar Jansen is a highly regarded singer, cantor, 
and recording artist.  She is also a college professor, a leader of worship and prayer, and a workshop presenter 
at conferences across the United States.  She is a tremendous story teller known especially for her work with 
gospel, contemporary Christian, and gospel-jazz styles.  She sings a wide range of music, including spiritual, 
traditional, and organ-based choral music.  I heard ValLimar at the National Catholic Youth Conference in 
Kansas City several months ago and she held the young people spellbound with her energy and style.  I am sure 
you will enjoy her presentations and grow closer to Jesus Christ through it all.

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L ITURGY  CORNER : FREQUENT  COMMUNION  
Today, nearly everyone at Mass receives Holy Communion.  Did 
you know that this was not always the case?  In the beginning, 
everyone present at the Eucharist received Holy Communion but 
this situation did not last.  For a variety of reasons, people began to 
receive Communion less frequently until, at many Masses, only the 
priest received Communion.  The Church tried to reverse this trend  
bylaws.  Thus, in 1215, it was the law to receive Communion at least 
once a year at Easter. 
 
It was Pope Pius X who strongly encouraged frequent Communion 
in 1905.  In 1910, he lowered the age for first reception of Holy 
Communion.  In 1953 and 1964, the laws requiring fasting from 
midnight were relaxed.  In 1973, permission was given to receive 
Communion even more than once a day if a person participated in 
two Masses for different occasions. 
 
Perhaps it is important to remember that the purpose of the 
Eucharist is not to change the way we worship so much as to 
change the people who worship.  We who gather at the table of the 
Lord are called to eat and drink the Lord’s Body and Blood so that 
we might be transformed into Christ.
