A Message from your Associate Pastor 
Dear Friends, 
 

When I was in seminary a few years ago, I read Elie Wiesel’s book, “Night” for one of my 
classes.  In this small, thin but powerful book, Wiesel journals a detailed account of his 
personal experience with the horrors of the Holocaust.  After Wiesel won the Nobel peace 
prize in 1986, he said, 
 

“If there is one word that describes all the woes and threats that exist today, it’s 
indifference...  Because there are so many tragedies, a sense of helplessness sets in.  People become numb.  They 
become indifferent.  Indifference, to me, is the epitome of evil.  The opposite of love is not hate, it’s evil. ...  The 
opposite of faith is not heresy, it’s indifference.” 
 

Indifference.  Could that be why some Catholics choose to turn away when they are told that abortion is still in the 
current health care bill?  Could it be because of a sense of helplessness?  Or is it apathy?  Or perhaps, do some want 
the current health care bill passed even though it supports abortion because the bill will somehow help their own 
financial situation?  Some people see abortion as “just one of many social justice issues.”  
 

The Venerable John Paul II once said, “The common outcry that is justly made on behalf of human rights - for 
example, the right to health, to home, to work, to family, to culture - is false and illusory if the right to life, the most 
basic and fundamental right and the condition for all other personal rights, is not defended with maximum 
determination.” 
 

Since Roe v. Wade made abortion legal in the United States on January 22, 1973, there have been more than 50 
million abortions in the United States alone.  That is at least 50,000,000 innocent lives tragically killed in the Land of 
the Free.  Have we, as a people, become numb?  Have we become indifferent?  Have we forgotten that these are not 
just statistics or numbers but each a precious child created in the image and likeness of God, just like you and I? 
 

The United States Conference of Catholic Bishops (USCCB) this past week launched a nationwide effort calling on 
Catholics throughout the U.S. to stand up for the sacredness of human life, especially the unborn.  The USCCB 
website states, 
 

“As long-time advocates of health care reform, the U.S. Catholic bishops continue to make the moral case that 
genuine health care reform must protect the life, dignity, consciences and health of all, especially the poor and 
vulnerable,” the insert says.  “Health care reform should not advance a pro-abortion agenda in our country. 
 

“As Congress negotiates a final health care bill, the insert encourages Catholics to contact their Senators and 
Representatives, urging them to keep longstanding restrictions against federal funding of abortion and full 
conscience protection in the legislation.  If these criteria are not met, Catholics are asked to urge Congress to 
oppose the final bill.” 
 

Now is the time for us Catholics to act.  Now is the time to stand up for the protection of human life.  Each 
American has the civic duty and responsibility to effect change in our society, not just for our current generation, 
but for generations to come.  It can be easy to just give in to cynicism, pessimism and helplessness, and mistakenly 
think, “What difference will my one call make?”  But you can make a difference.  We can make a difference.  Will 
you do your part today?  Will it be a difference or an indifference? 
 

Wiesel’s experience of indifference is still alive and present today in our world. 
 

Pray for all those who represent us in government.  Pray for all women who have had abortions, that they may find 
healing and peace.  Pray for all others affected by these abortions.  Pray for conversion of hearts.  Pray for the 
healing of our culture and our families. 
 

With Jesus, there is always True Hope.  That’s why He came to us as a little baby in a manger. 
 

He came that we might have life and have it more abundantly. (John 10:10)
