A Message from your Associate Pastor 
 
Dear Friends, 
 
By the time you read this column on Saturday or Sunday, I will be on my way back from 
the March for Life in Washington D.C.  Hopefully, you have been praying that I have not 
gone insane being on a coach bus for about 60-80 hours with 50 exuberant youth! 
(Just kidding!) 
 
The bus ride is about 24 hours long… one way.  Hmm… just about the length of time it takes me to fly from 
Omaha to Singapore!  Well, at least I will not have to fight long lines to enter the bus, go through security checks 
and pay extra fees for my luggage bags!  
 
This is my sixth time at the March for Life.  When I was in the seminary in Columbus, Ohio, I participated for three 
years – it sure was a lot closer to D.C. than from Omaha!  Now, as a priest, this is my third consecutive year going 
with our Archdiocesan priests, youth and chaperones.  I sincerely hope and pray that the day will come when we will 
not have to go anymore because Roe v. Wade will be overturned.   
 
I can already hear some say, “Roe v. Wade overturned?  It will never be overturned!  Impossible!”  But if that is the 
way we think, then we will not pray for this to happen.  Remember, with God, all things are possible.  No situation 
is hopeless as long as God is present.     
 
We will be taking six buses – one more than last year; three from Omaha, two from rural areas of our Archdiocese 
like Norfolk, Columbus and Hartington, and one from Lincoln.  This year, we are privileged to have Archbishop 
Lucas join us on the pilgrimage.  (Yes, we spared him the bus ride.) 
 
In addition to the March taking place on the afternoon of Friday, January 22, on the tragic 37th anniversary of  
Roe v. Wade, we will also be visiting the Basilica of the National Shrine of the Immaculate Conception, several 
national monuments and a number of museums including the Holocaust Museum.  On the return trip, we will be 
stopping at the Motherhouse and National Shrine of St. Elizabeth Ann Seton at Emmitsburg, Maryland. 
 
The March is approximately a mile long.  The crowd last year was estimated at 250,000, and grows each year.  
However, don’t bother trying to find an article of the March in secular newspapers.  If they do have it, it will 
probably be a small article, hidden away on page 22 of their newspaper.   
 
One of the most encouraging experiences of the pilgrimage is to see that the majority of people at the March are 
young people.  It is always very inspiring to see the future of our Church so on fire for their faith and standing up 
for the sanctity of human life.  A common sentiment expressed in previous years among the youth was that the 
March was a very powerful experience for them, and they were pumped to see that so many people their age felt the 
same way as they did.  Sometimes when we make a stand for God, we may feel like we are doing it all alone.  But 
when we do it with a huge crowd, we are reminded that we are not alone.  
 
If you wished that you could have been at the March for Life, you have a chance to participate at the Walk for Life 
in Lincoln on Saturday, January 30, at 10:00 a.m.  Mass precedes the Walk at 8:00 a.m.  Archbishop George Lucas 
will be the main celebrant at the Mass in St. Mary’s Church (14th & K) across from the Capitol where the Walk will 
be held.

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L ITURGY  CORNER : REVERENCING  THE  SACRED 
BLOOD  
The Church encourages us to receive both the Sacred Body and the 
Sacred Blood in Holy Communion.  This is how Christ instituted it. 
This is the fuller sign of the meal.  Sometimes, there are reasons we 
do not receive from the cup.  Perhaps we are sick, and out of 
courtesy, want to avoid the possibility of sharing our illness with 
others.  Still, simply ignoring the cup and walking past does not 
honor Christ in His real presence there.  If one is not receiving from 
the cup, they should stop, pause and bow their head before 
returning to the pew.  This honors Christ's presence in the sacred 
cup and also maintains the reverence of the communion procession.

FITNESS IN  A FLASH! 
Doing an everyday activity at a 
slightly faster pace can increase 
the number of calories you burn; 
just don't overdo it or put yourself 
in danger.  For example, walking, 
taking the stairs, grocery shopping 
or folding clothes a little faster 
than you normally do could raise 
your heart rate.  Another tip to fit 
fitness in is to be your own 
transportation!  If you can, walk to 
work or the grocery store (or park 
further away) or take the stairs 
instead of the elevator.  And, did 
you know that keeping small hand 
weights by your desk and lifting 
them while talking on the phone 
or in-between 
handling your 
paperwork can be 
a great way to fit 
exercise into your 
workday?  Try 
lifting weights 
that are less than 
five pounds when sitting at your 
desk.  Or, if time allows, you  
can take a 10-minute break to 
stand up and do simple lifting 
exercises using 10- or 25- pound 
weights.  Try doing two or three 
sets of 10 to 12 repetitions for a 
quick, efficient toning workout.
