January is National Donor Month so we want to make sure 
that we fulfill the numbers we have been assigned.  The Red 
Cross is down units at this time due to the cancellation of 
several drives with the inclement weather.  Pray for good 
weather so that we can help fill the need. 
 

Donating blood is easy and it only takes about 90 minutes of 
your time – what a gift when it can touch the lives of three 
other people.  From a single unit of whole blood, processing 
can produce red cells, plasma, and platelets.   
 

Who can donate?  Generally anyone who is at least 17 years 
old, weighs at least 110 pounds and in relatively good health 
can donate.  Whole blood can be donated every 56 days. 
 

Did you know?  About 5 million Americans receive blood 
transfusions each year.  One out of every 10 people admitted 
to the hospital needs blood. Only 38 percent of the popula-
tion is eligible to donate blood and only about 8 percent of 
the eligible population actually donates.
