Last weekend, the gospels challenged 

us to repent and believe.  While not 

necessarily opposing, 

the two actions are 

usually not lumped 

together.  When we 

think of repenting, we 

look backward, reliv-

ing previous history.  

We acknowledge mis-

takes made and seek 

to make amends.  Re-

pentance is a process. 

  After the indiscretions of Tiger 

Woods came to light, a very good arti-

cle appeared in the New York Times 

about the public penances of celebrities.  

Whether politicians, movie stars or ath-

letes when they apologize they have to 

mean it.  True repentance means more 

than simply saying you’re sorry. 

The second point is belief.  While 

repentance looks backward, belief 

looks forward to what is unseen.  Belief 

requires trust. 

In last Sunday’s readings the citizens 

of Nineveh heard the challenging mes-

sage of Jonah which they could have 

ignored as the ranting of a mad man, 

and yet they believed and trusted, and 

the Lord relented. 

Repenting and believing are prerequi-

sites of discipleship.  Before we can 

join with Jesus in the construction of 

the Kingdom of God we must repent 

and believe.  Why? 

  Last week, in honor of Dr. Martin 

Luther King, Jr., I reread portions of his 

powerful statement, “Letters from a 

Birmingham Jail.”  In the letter he 

states, “In any nonviolent campaign 

there are four basic steps: collection of 

the facts to determine whether injus-

tices exist; negotiation; self-

purification; and direct action.” 

It is the third step I found noteworthy.  

You wouldn’t think the Kingdom of 

God would be threatening to anyone.  

All Jesus did in his life was heal peo-

ple, teach love and forgiveness and ac-

ceptance.  And yet the powers that be 

were threatened by his words and ac-

tions and they killed him. 

As Christians we are engaged in a 

non-violent campaign to bring the 

Kingdom of God into existence, and we 

are naive to think that this will not meet 

with resistance.  Self-purification re-

quires each of us to look within our-

selves and determine where we need to 

repent.  It is a deeply personal moment 

with God.  Belief arises in the knowl-

edge that we will be forgiven if we are 

truly contrite.  But true repentance re-

quires more than an apology.  We have 

to mean it, and we have to change.  To 

embrace Christ and yet continue our 

lives as if nothing has happened indi-

cates that the choice was hardly deep or 

profound. 

 

Real and true discipleship requires 

repentance and belief.  That is the cost 

of discipleship.  The reality is that in 

true repentance we enter even more 

deeply into the relationship and with 

our God.
