A View from the Pew 

 

Ten years ago, on the first really cold day of January, 

our daughter died.  Months before she was born, we 

knew she had a rare genetic disorder.  Shortly after 

receiving the diagnosis, we chose a name:  Vivian 

Elise, meaning “full of life, gift from God.”  When 

Vivian was one week old, against most odds, we 

brought her home.  Vivian shared in our family life for 

three months – she celebrated Halloween, 

Thanksgiving, Christmas and welcomed in a new 

century with us.  One clear, cold night Vivian passed 

away peacefully. 

 

We believe Vivian’s life was an invitation to recognize 

that gifts from God come in unexpected forms.  Our 

time with Vivian, and the many decisions surrounding 

her care, brought to life beliefs that had been abstract.  

We were required to reach deep, to talk – and to listen 

– to each other, to our families and friends, to our 

priest, to God.  Being a Catholic Christian is 

challenging in the details sometimes, as evidenced by 

the recent health care debate in the state and in our 

parish.  Recognizing the differences among us, yet 

sharing a fundamental commitment to the teachings of 

Jesus Christ, will make us stronger.  We know this 

from our experience with Vivian. 

 

David and I are grateful to our parents for passing on 

to us a strong foundation of faith.  I pray we are 

passing on this fortifying faith and a passion for 

engaging in discussion around it to our children, Clara 

and Ted.  St. Luke’s is helping us by confronting the 

hard questions and guiding us to find “God in us, 

among us, and between us,” as Father Bob said so 

beautifully in a recent homily.
