 A MESSAGE FROM THE PASTOR 
As mentioned in previous columns, it saddens me that some of our national holidays have  

become just another day off, or a day to host a cookout, or spend the day at a lake or beach.  

In truth, these fun pursuits can be enjoyed on many summer days. John Adams, our second 

president, thought that Independence Day should be considered a day of grateful celebration. 

He thought we should have local parades and spectacular fireworks. At least we have       

maintained the fireworks and a few communities still host parades! 
 

When the Declaration of Independence was passed by the Continental Congress, each signer 

was well aware that the British would put a price on their heads for having committed treason 

against His Majesty, King George of England. This crime was punishable by hanging.  And 

indeed, some of the freedom fighters were hanged. These were very brave men and women 

who were willing to put their lives on the line for what many desired and dared to dream 

about - freedom. 
 

Declaring that all men and women are created equal, and that our liberties were gained from God, not kings – these 

notions were considered by many to be revolutionary! These were new concepts in and for the new world. Perhaps that 

is why the comment made recently by the Chairman of BP (he had empathy for "the small people") sounded            

demeaning and offensive to the American ear. This idea of “small people” or the common people was the exact mind-

set that the Declaration opposed. There is no such thing as a “small person”; we are all human beings who are created 

equal in the eyes of God from whom we derive our life and our rights.  This idea was not shared by the “Big People”, 

i.e. the royals or elitists, of Adams’ day. 
 

It is so important that our young people be given an education that includes our founding documents, i.e., the          

Declaration of Independence, the Constitution and 

the Federalist Papers. These works lay out for us a 

timeless understanding of our fundamental rights 

and privileges under the law. It is distressing to hear 

that some of these basic courses are eliminated from 

the curriculum or reduced to a discussion of current 

events. “Current events” can easily become just talk 

without foundation. The founding documents teach 

us who we are, what we hold dear, and what we 

should be striving for as individuals and as a nation. 

Without these, we are lost and risk losing our    

freedoms. We run the risk of becoming small     

people again. 
 

On July 4th, wherever we may be, let us celebrate 

the God-given right to live in freedom.  We need to 

preserve a deep and abiding respect for every      

human being, born and unborn. Always keep in 

mind that those who serve us in public office are 

not our bosses; to the contrary, we are the boss. We, 

the people, are the Government; as our elected    

officials, they are the servants of us all.   
 

Pray for our leaders that they may work for what is 

right and just for all peoples.  May they have the 

wisdom to look beyond their own interests and 

truly work for the common good. 
 

Wishing you a safe and happy Fourth of July.
