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 A MESSAGE FROM THE PASTOR 
This September we will begin our seventh year as a Generations of Faith Parish.  Our topic is The 
Church Year – Day by Day.  We will explore what we, as Catholic Christians, believe by studying 
the Church at prayer.  The prayers that we say at Mass, or during a sacramental celebration like 
Baptism, even the familiar prayers many of us utter every day (Sign of the Cross, Our Father, Hail 
Mary, Glory Be), reveal what we believe and guide us in how we are to live.  When we hear and  
reflect on the prayers of the Mass throughout the seasons of the year, we are not only informed 
about our faith, but hopefully transformed by what we are professing, allowing us to enter more 
deeply into the mystery of our faith.  Add to this the rituals and symbols of the seasons, and we 
discover that our liturgy is indeed a central component in our faith formation. 
 

Most of us think of the Mass when we talk about the Liturgy.  While this is true, it is not the whole 
story. The Liturgy of the Church includes the Holy Mass, the Sacraments, and the Liturgy of the 

Hours, also known as the Breviary or “divine office”. Most people think that the Breviary belongs only to those in religious life. 
While this may have been true in days gone by, everyone, including the lay faithful, is now encouraged by the Church to 
celebrate the hours of every day.  
 

Did you know that the Church throughout the whole world is at prayer 24/7 - 24 hours a day, seven days a week? From the 
rising of the sun to its setting, from East to West and North to South, the Church is in constant prayer. How can this be? The 
Liturgy of the Hours is prayed throughout the world.  While one side of the world rises and begins its day with Morning 
Prayer, Night Prayer is being prayed on the other side of the world as its day comes to an end. 
 

You may have read recently in The Pilot about an important development that will impact all of us: the approval by Rome of 
the new Roman Missal.  It will be introduced in the coming months and is scheduled to be used in English speaking countries on 
the First Sunday of Advent 2011.  All of the parts of 
the Mass have been revised to offer a closer        
translation to the original Latin texts. It has taken the 
bishops of the English speaking world almost fifteen 
years to complete this monumental task. They reached 
back almost 1,500 years to research the proper words 
for the celebration of the Mass.  While most of the 
changes pertain to the prayers said by the priest, the 
responses and prayers said by the people have also 
been revised. We will be exploring some of these 
changes and the reasons for them at Generations of 
Faith. You will not want to miss these explanations. 
 

I invite you to sign up for our upcoming year of Faith 
Formation. Simply contact Elaine Connelly (ext. 34) or 
Margo Morin (ext. 23); they will explain how this   
program works and will be happy to enroll you and 
your family. GOF is for singles of all ages, married 
couples, families with children - EVERYONE is        
encouraged to take part in lifelong intergenerational 
faith formation. I promise that you will not be         
disappointed.  Our sessions begin with a simple meal, 
followed by prayer and an introduction to that      
session’s topic. Then we break-out into three age-
appropriate groups for in-depth learning: families with 
children (Pre-k through Grade 5), Middle school and 
High school teens, and adults of all ages. 
 

We are committed to total parish Faith Formation. We 
are all learners and teachers of the Faith. We are all 
called to be disciples and witnesses of the Gospel of 
Christ.  We need tools so that we might fulfill the Mis-
sion to which Christ has called us: Go make disciples of 
the whole world. Come and see. You might be      
pleasantly surprised!
