A MESSAGE FROM MARGO MORIN 
 

I’ve heard that today’s readings combine to make this “Hospitality Sunday” - each 

of the readings chosen for us today has a common thread of the theme of hospitality   

included.  

In the Old Testament reading, Abraham and Sarah’s hospitality pave the way for miracles 

to happen, and for Abraham to glimpse the angelic presence of his guests. 

Paul, too, extends the hospitality of Christ to people everywhere – not just the Jewish 

people, not just the people who had met Christ when He walked among them. Paul offers 

himself as an example, as one willing to suffer if that’s what is needed, in order that Christ’s love be shared with 

everyone.  

And in our Gospel reading today, we are asked to really look at what it means to be hospitable – is it to be busy, 

working to make things just-so and get everything done and ready for our guest, creating an atmosphere that  

honors their presence? Or is it to sit at the feet (literally or figuratively, I guess) of our guest, being fully present to 

them and giving them all of our attention? Maybe... it’s a combination of the two? 

A great book I read a while back called “Good News Parish Leadership” by Michael L. Papesh says that 

hospitality should be a parish’s number one 

concern, and number one budget item. He says 

that never should a parish meeting happen or any 

parish gathering happen without people on hand 

to welcome every guest, or without food and drink 

for everyone.  

He says “Hospitality is the condition of possibility 

for all else that follows in the Christian life. It    

proclaims God’s love and justice as it transforms us 

and the world. It affirms the equal dignity of all of 

us even as it expresses, in the accepting and being 

accepted, in the giving and receiving, the mutuality 

and interdependence we share. Hospitality        

celebrates our unity in love even as it honors the 

distinct purpose each of us has in the exchange   

between host and guest. Hospitality is an act of 

neighborly and self-emptying service, as well as an 

act that orders our relationships for the sake of 

building the common good.”  

To me, this makes a lot of sense, and is a great 

job description that tells just what it means for us 

to “be Church” for each other. If a parish is to be 

known for something – famous for something – let 

it be hospitality! Let us make I.C. the parish 

famous for how we love God’s people.
