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A MESSAGE FROM THE PASTOR  

 

A word about the parish bulletin for Sunday, July 25th . . .  Our bulletins are printed and shipped from 

Milwaukee, WI.  Unfortunately, that area of the country suffered very heavy rains last Thursday (July 

22), which caused severe flooding, road closures and the closing of the airport until late Friday.  The 

end result is that our bulletins were not delivered until Monday morning!  Below is last week’s column: 

 

Last week I went on my first honeymoon!  I know . . . I need to explain. Last fall, my cousin sent 

me an e-mail telling me that he had received an annulment from his previous marriage. He 

added that he would like to have his current marriage of 28 years blessed by the Church and 

asked if I would be willing to do this.
