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A MESSAGE FROM THE PASTOR

Today’s column deals with the issues of personal and public safety. | was contacted recently by
some people who complained that many cars are parked in front of the church on Saturday
afternoons and Sunday mornings (Mass timel). Parking in this area presents safety issues of
which we should all be aware. There are a couple of clearly marked MBTA bus stops in front
of the church on both sides of Pleasant Street.  According to the Commonwealth’s Driver’s
Manual, “you may not park your vehicle in certain places” (p. 101), one of which is a bus stop.
It goes on to say that “As of April 2009, the penalty for parking in a posted bus stop is
$100.00". It is also a violation to park “in a cross-walk, in front of a driveway, or in front of a
handicap-access ramp”, which also exist at this intersection and are, on numerous occasions,
blocked by parked cars.

The second issue of complaint is that several cars are parked on the Fellsway, specifically the section of the road
leading up to and down from Fellsmere Park. Parking on the Fellsway is also illegal. We should be aware of these
issues and cooperate with the laws of Commonwealth by obeying the rules of the road, which were instituted for public
and personal safety.

| am well aware that parking in these areas has been going on for a very long time. | am also aware that many of us
are creatures of habit, and some habits are more difficult to change than others! Law enforcement agencies have
brought these concerns to my attention on several occasions, but nothing seems to change and the problem still exists.
What is the solution?

Since the demolition of the convent, we have provided many new parking spaces on our own property. In fact, we
have almost doubled our parking capacity. | have
observed that not all the spaces are used at all the
Masses. While | know it is difficult to change old
habits, | think that it would be helpful if we took
advantage of the available space in our parking lots,
rather than continue to park illegally. Of course, at
certain times of the year, this will not be possible, e.g.
Christmas, Easter and Holy Week. For most of the
year, however, | do think we could make some
adjustments by parking in the parish’s lots.

The requests and concerns, which have been
presented to me, were polite and respectful. Our
response should be in kind - respectful and polite. |
am asking two things: 1) we do not park in front of
the church on Pleasant Street and 2) we refrain from
parking on both sides of the Fellsway leading to/
from Fellsmere Park.

Your help and consideration in these matters would
be greatly appreciated. | know that we all want to
be good citizens and neighbors in our community. It is
also good to set an example for others by following
the law and being considerate of those who use the
MBTA and the handicap-access ramps.

Please remember these issues when choosing a place
to park. For safety’s sake, please park in our lot
which is there for your convenience.

purchase Choose Life license plates for their vehicles.
This effort was spearheaded by Merry Nordeen of
Woakefield. In addition to a $20 swap fee, a special
plate fee of $40 is collected, $28 of which assists
women who need financial help during unplanned
pregnancies. In order for a special plate series to
remain active, a total of 3,000 more plates must be
purchased in the next 2 years to recover the $100,000
bond required by the Commonwealth. Please consider
putting this plate on your vehicle as a reminder to all
that human life is precious.

...be like servants who await their master’s return from a
wedding, ready to open immediately when he comes and knocks.

When | first read this reading | thought, “why would
the master knock at the door of his own home?” It
seems to me that the master could barge in anytime,
without giving any warning or needing anyone to
open the door for him.

Maybe it’s a sign of the times, the way homes were
run back in Jesus’ day. To me, it says something about
the role of the servant in the homestead, and in
relationship to the Master.

It seems to me that the master in this story has
empowered the servant to a place where the servant
feels responsible for the home. The master trusts the
servant to live in stewardship to the home and in
faithfulness to the master.

| think God trusts us in this way, to be responsible for
the home we live in, to be good stewards of His
creation. In turn, we have a responsibility to this
place, and to our Master. One part of that
responsibility is to open the door when He knocks.
