NEWS FROM RESPECT LIFE COMMITTEE 

CHOOSE LIFE LICENSE PLATE   

It took 7 years, but Massachusetts 

has now joined 12 other states in 

offering drivers the option to      

purchase Choose Life license plates for their vehicles.  

This effort was spearheaded by Merry Nordeen of 

Wakefield. In addition to a $20 swap fee, a special 

plate fee of $40 is collected, $28 of which assists 

women who need financial help during unplanned 

pregnancies. In order for a special plate series to    

remain active, a  total of 3,000 more plates must be 

purchased in the next 2 years to recover the $100,000 

bond required by the Commonwealth.  Please consider 

putting this plate on your vehicle as a reminder to all 

that human life is precious.

 “Make every effort to enter through the narrow door, because 

many, I tell you, will try to enter and will not be able to .” 

 

When I was in college, I was invited to go to a Grateful 

Dead concert up in Maine. The entire day was quite an   

experience, let me tell you… and a lot of fun. We spent 

several hours before the concert just walking around and 

looking at the people. But when it was time for the 

opening band (Little Feat!) to start, everyone moved 

toward the stadium entrance.  

But there was only one entry point for the many thousands 

of us, and it soon got clogged, leaving us all to stand and 

wait and move as a mass toward that tiny gate.  

We could hear “Dixie Chicken” being played inside the    

stadium, and every one of us wanted to be inside to hear 

the band play, but all we could do was to wait together. 

We had to cooperate and take care of each other – if 

anyone had tried to push others aside in order to get to 

that gate, we could have all been in big trouble.  

Jesus tells us today that even as we strive to enter into the 

heavenly banquet, we must remember that the “strength” 

needed to enter involves not pushing and shoving, but 

caring for our neighbor. This week, let’s show our strength 

in the way we care for one another.
