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A MESSAGE FROM THE PASTOR

Did you miss me2 Good news . .. | am back in the saddle again! And it is great to be back! In today’s
column, | want to focus on two very important issues: Generations of Faith and the Grand Annual
Collection.

Seven years ago, we decided to move away from the classroom model of religious education (a.k.a.
CCD classes) to offer a new way of Faith Formation. We call this new model Generations of Faith
(GOF). The most unique aspect of GOF is that it is for everyone, not just the children. For far too
long, the church has been fixated on educating children, all the while not providing much in the way of
ongoing Faith Formation for everyone else. GOF, however, is a life-long, intergenerational faith
formation process. That sounds like a mouthful. Some call it whole community or total community
catechesis. Regardless of the name, it simply means that faith formation is for everyone in the parish

community. People of all ages and all family situations are invited to learn (or in some instances,
re-learn) our Catholic faith and deepen their relationship with Jesus.

Of course, we continue to provide preparation classes for the parents and children who will celebrate First Reconciliation and
First Communion. Additional gatherings are also offered for teens who are preparing for Confirmation. Add to this several
other ways of fostering life-long faith formation: Bible Study, Young Adult "Lex", Youth Ministry prayer, service opportunities,
etc. The list goes on and on.

Our focus will be the Liturgical Year. You may have noticed the beautiful banners at the outside entrances announcing our theme
for 2010-2011: "The Church Year - Day by Day". We will learn about the Seasons of the Church and the Calendar of the
Church as we delve into the deeper meaning of our Catholic Tradition.

Come and see. | urge everyone to sign up; join with us as we explore the richness of our faith. | know you will love it. The first
Faith Festival is scheduled for Friday, September 17 or Sunday, September, 19. Check out our website at www.icmalden.com;
click on the Generations of Faith link for more information
and to download a registration form. You can also
register after all the Masses this weekend by stopping by
the table at the back of the church (under the painting of
St. Peter receiving the keys from Jesus).

The second topic is the Grand Annual Collection, which
will begin on September 18 and 19. You will be
receiving a letter from me prior to that weekend. The
Grand Annual Collection has become an integral part of
our parish budget. The mission of Immaculate Conception
Parish is to preach the Good News of salvation,
celebrate the Sacraments, and provide ongoing Faith
Formation for all. In addition to this important work, we
also need to be mindful of the poor and needy in our
midst. Last year was a very good year; we exceeded
our goal by a few thousand dollars. Thanks so much to
those who donated $106,000.00.

I need your help more than ever. | know how difficult our
economy has become, yet at the same time, | know how
generous you have been to your parish. | encourage you
to be a part of the mission of IC by contributing what you
can to this year’s Grand Annual Collection. | ask you to
help us keep the flame of faith alive in our hearts here in
the Malden/Medford area.

As your pastor for the past ten years, | have always been
mindful and most grateful for your generosity. Many
things have changed these past ten years, but the mission
has not. Since its founding in 1854, this parish has had a
long and proud tradition. | know you will keep up that
tradition and respond generously to the Grand Annual
Collection.
