Neh 8:2—4a, 5—6, 8-10; 1 Cor 12:12—-30 or
12:12—-14, 27; Lk 1:1—4; 4:14—-21

Luke seems anxious to tell his audience he’s done his
homework.

Luke’s is the only Gospel that has this sort of begin-
ning. Paul’'s letters often have standard greetings. With
Luke, it’s tempting to zip past these little literary openers to
get to the good stuff. Let's start the story. Let’'s hear what
Jesus said and did. Luke steps outside the narrative, draw-
ing attention to the fact that it's a story he’s researched.
Maybe people will wonder how reliable it is. Is this all just
made-up stuff? Does that matter? As long as the story is
inspiring, does it matter if it’s rooted in real events?

Luke admits he’s addressing matters he didn’t experi-
ence. What he writes about was “handed...down to us.”
Who started the process? Luke tells Theophilus he inves-
tigated the material available. He wants to present what
came from eyewitnesses.

Today, debates fly in radio and cable-television shows,
popular books and magazines, and libraries and class-
rooms about how reliable the Gospels are. Viewpoints
span a wide range. If we claim God stepped into history
through Christ’s life, death, and resurrection, we should be
willing to study our sources historically.

Other views are clearly historically silly. Some claim we
don’t know if Jesus ever lived or at least that we cannot
know what he taught or did.

The time and energy spent on technical study of such
questions is worth the effort. But let’s look at the text close-
ly for Luke’'s simple statement and concern. Who was
close to these events? What did they say?

We make a mistake if we think the Gospels can be
treated as twenty-first-century historical textbooks. We
make a worse mistake if we ignore their value as first-cen-
tury witnesses to God’s action in history.

Preventa Health and St. John Fisher Church is pleased to
announce that we are hosting a HIN1 clinic. Seasonal flu shots
and pneumococcal immunizations will be available as well. There
is NO CHARGE for patients with Medicare Part B (must present
card). The cost of the H1N1vaccine is $25, a flu shot is $25, and
the pneumonia shot is $45. We will also be providing the HINI
Mist® for $25. This is not an injection but a mist administered like
a nose spray. Only cash or check will be accepted, but a receipt
will be provided for filing to private insurance. The Center for
Disease Control predicts a spring outbreak of HINI1 and
recommends that anyone over four years of age should get a HIN1
shot. If you have any additional questions about the flu shot please
contact Preventa Health at (203) 274-7896.
