FOURTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME
Jer 1:4—-5, 17—19; 1 Cor 12:31—13:13 or
13:4-13; Lk 4:21—-30

Nazareth feels familiar to us because we know from
the Gospels that Jesus grew up there. How big a deal was
it in the first century? Not very big. Jesus’ hometown was
small and ordinary. The synagogue in Jesus’ town was
small and ordinary too.

There is comfort in a place where we go often, a
dependability. Comfort and dependability are good. Of
course, an ordinary place might be a place for boredom
too. An ordinary place might have a welcome routine, a
familiarity that helps deeper insights grow. But routine can
mean monotony—just going through the motions.

What might liven it up?

Jesus threw his ordinary Nazareth congregation into a
spirited discussion by claiming that on that day something
extraordinary was happening. The Scriptures, the ones he
just read, were fulfilled—right there. Could they see it?

The reaction of Jesus’ audience seems odd to us
because we know the next chapters of the story. We know
who Jesus is. The people in Nazareth couldn’t see it. We
know this man. Isn’t that Joseph’s son up there? Isn’t he
just an ordinary guy from Nazareth?

The same sorts of challenges and discussions contin-
ue to ripple through other congregations after Jesus’ ser-
mon. Saint Paul claimed there were no more divisions of
Jews and Gentiles. Others have preached no more divi-
sions between black and white. How close to home do
these sermons come? English speakers and those talking
in another language? No longer divided. Those in the sub-
urbs and those in the city? Working together now. Rich
and poor at one table?

Which response would we ordinarily expect to this type
of preaching: “How can we make this happen?” or “Who
does this guy think he is?”

HIN1 SHOTS!
St. John Fisher Church
Sunday, February 7, 2010

8:00AM - 1:00PM
Preventa Health and St. John Fisher Church is pleased to
announce that we are hosting a HINI clinic. Seasonal flu shots
and pneumococcal immunizations will be available as well. There
is NO CHARGE for patients with Medicare Part B (must present
card). The cost of the HIN1vaccine is $25, a flu shot is $25, and
the pneumonia shot is $45. We will also be providing the HIN1
Mist® for $25. This is not an injection but a mist administered like
a nose spray. Only cash or check will be accepted, but a receipt
will be provided for filing to private insurance. The Center for
Disease Control predicts a spring outbreak of HINI and
recommends that anyone over four years of age should get a HIN1
shot. If you have any additional questions about the flu shot please
contact Preventa Health at (203) 274-7896.
