HIM Sunday), Baptism of the Lord (celebrated next
Sunday), and the Wedding Feast at Cana (the
gospel of the Second Sunday of Ordinary Time which will be
proclaimed on Jan 17th). Matthew’s Gospel alone gives us the
information about “Magi from the East” who arrive in Jerusalem
looking for “the newborn king of the Jews.” The Gospel neither
names them, nor numbers them. The tradition of there being three
Magi came about because they bring three gifts to the child Jesus:
Gold, representing the royalty of the infant king; Frankincense, to
honor his divine nature; and Myrrh, a burial spice foreshadowing
his crucifixion and death. Their names come to us from the Middle
Ages when they begin to be honored as saints: Caspar, Melchior
and Balthasar. When these Magi return to the East (probably
Mesopotamia or Arabia) they are the first to manifest the news of
Jesus’ birth to the known world.

Christmas Isn’t Over! The Christmas season actually begins
with the celebration of the Christmas Masses on Christmas Eve
and continues through the celebration of the Baptism of the Lord
(January 10" this year). So you can keep those Christmas lights lit
and Christmas songs playing right up through the end of the
season...or at least until the “Twelve Days of Christmas” are over
on the 6™ of January!
